He Sleeps With His
Fathers.

Virogra, Wis, Nov, 22 —Ex-Secretary
of Agriculture Jeremiah M. Rusk died
at Bo'clock this morning. Col. Casson,
| his former private secretary, left the bed-
| sitle at 9 o’clock last night, and gave his
Iriends the most positive assurance that
the crisis was past. General Ruek him-
sell told the physicians that he was bet-
| ter, He took the usual amount of nour-
' ishment, and slept a good part of the
| night. Death wae due to & complication
of disorders, dating back several years,

The troubie began in the form of dys-
| pepsiu, resulting in an eplargement of
‘ the prostute gland, followed by an ab
' seess on the hiver, finally involving the
glund,  Seven weeks ago he was obliged
to take to his bed. On Nov. 10th it was
decided that o surgical operntion was
necessary, but a fatal ending even then
wad not considered certain.  Up to ten
minutes of his death he talked with the
| watchers, He appeared to drop into a
| peacelul sleep, from which he passed in-
| to the hereafter without a struggle, A
' post mortem will be held to determine
the immediate cause of death,

The whole family was at his bedside
when the general breathed his last. His
tnst words, spoken with effort, were: ~1

| tinguished himself ag a legiglator, He
was an intimate friend and amsociate of
dames A. Garfisld while in Congress,
Upon Gartleld's election to the presi-
deney he was tendered sucvessively the
| dppointments of charge daffaires 1o
| Paraguny and Uruguay and chief of the
| buresu of engraving and printing. He |
| declined both, and in 1881 he was nom. |
| inated for governor on the Republican
ticket. He was clected by a majority of
nearly 12000 votes over his opponent.
He was secretary of agriculture under
Harrieon's administration. His reputa
tion hae been gnined as governor of Wis-
congin, aml especinlly from the courage
and independence with which he dealt
with the anarchiste of Milwaukes.

On President Clevelund's inauguration
he returned to private life, and it was at
hie elegant country placeat Virogua that
he wag stricken a few weeks ago with
the illness which resultad thie morning
in his death.

MOUNTAIN CLIMBING.

The Sufety of the Many Honght by the
Death of the Few,

All cxafts depend upo knowicedge and
sequired skill—kuuwledge of the ma-
terinl to be handled, soqnired skill in the
pandling of the muterial, Pioneers of
mountaineering had first to learz what
moantaine actually are like, the details
uf their struneture, and the forces in ac-
tion npon them. Rock structure, which
has one meaning for a geologist, han
others for a mountaineer, One kind of
mountain masonry forms ridges and
gnllies, another forms ledges and preci-
pices. One texture and dip makesstair-
oases that can be rushed, another makes
slaba that ean scarcely be adhered to,
Ome kind of substance is firm and trnst-
worthy, ancther is frizble and treacher-
ong to hand and foot, If there was so
much to be learned about rocks, snow
and ice were at first far more nuknown,

The anatowmy of glaciers had to be dis-
covered, the secrets of crevasse forma-
tion to be learmed. There were the
varied phenomena implied in the phrase,
“state of the snow,” to be understood.
Both foot and eye had to be trained to
recogmize by feel and glance what the
“stute of the smow™ at any time might
be. Avalanches had to be investigated—
avaiunches of snow, ice and rock-—when
it bLe expected to fall, where

ere to be looked for, how far they
would go. Climbers had to lemrn to
dietinguish afar off between snow and
i Yopes, Moreover, the tools of moun-
ering Bad to be invented, Many
were iried snd discarded: a few were re-
tamed and improved. The form of the
evolved and its nses
v to employ the rope
was a yet wore diffienit dise v, Even
now the proper form for elimbing irons
iz only beingz arrived at.

Accidents, wsually fatal, were the
lessons wherefrom these facts were de-
eived, The great Matterhorn aceident
Gnally demopstrated  how  the rope
shonld be sised and proved that large
parties were 1 source of danger. The
Lyskuinm accident showed the peril of
cornices.  Unroped climbers mer their
death on muny mountains, From ul-
most every aecident something was
learned. The safety of the many bas
been bought by the death of the few.

We can now plunge into the world of
swow without unwine peril. We know
its dangers and e¢an giard against then:
we know also when we are safe and
where we can freely go. Our forerun-
wers went aloft as neolithic navigators
put to sea—hadly equipped and into n
misunderstood region. We are now on
the footing of the wodern . Bnow,
as sucl, has o wore teriors {or us thao
sed for them, I Iock may overtake
s, and we wmay fall, as dhey may be
drowned, but ipment and

Acute Vislon of Birds.

Birds have very avute vision—perhaps
the most acute of any creature—and the
senee i3 almost more widely diffused over
the retina than is the case with man;
consequently a bird can see objecta side-
ways 88 well asin front of it. A bird
sees—whowing great uneasiness in conge-
quence—a hawk Iong before it is visible
to man. Bo, too, fuwls and pigeons find
minute seraps of food, distinguishing
them from what appear to us exactly
similar pieces of earth or gravel. Young
chickens arve also able to find their own
food, knowing its position and how dis-
tant it 19 w8 =oon as they are hatched,
whereas a child only very gradually
learns either to see or to understand the
distance of an object. Several birds—
apparently the young of all those that
nest on the gronnd—ean see guite well
directly they come ont of the shell, bat
the young of Lirds that nest in trees or
on rocks are horn blind and have to be
fed. —Chambers” Jonrnal.
