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AN INCOME TAX.

WASInOTOI,DOC. 1. -The Democratic
members of the ways and means com-
mittee met yesterday afternoon to con-
sider the internal revenue and income
tax schedules of the new tariff bill. A
full meeting of the committee has been
called for Friday. The income tax ques-
tion was the principal theme of discus-
sion today. It was definitely concluded
that such a plan should be reported, but
there was much diversity of opinion as
to the scope. Messrs. Ryan, McMillan.
Whiting and others favored a plan pro-
viding for a graduated tax on all in-
comes in excess of 55,000, but other
members of the committee urged that
the plan adopted should only apply to
wealthy corporations and companies
holding exclusive franchises, and that
individuals should not be included in its
provisions. It is, therefore, on these
questions of detail only that any trouble
now remains.

An income tax plan is to be reported,
and it will impose a tax on the incomes
of corporations, companies holding valu-
able exclusive franchises, legacies, in-
heritances and successions of all kinds
and possibly on all incomes accruing to
foreigners and non-residents. During
the meeting Secretary Carlisle arrived
to participate in the conference on the
internal revenue schedules, and gave a
brief history of the income tax system
in vogue during and after the close of
the war. lie did not seem opposed to a
system which confined its operations to
a tax on corporations, successions, etc.,
and in fact the whole Democratic mem-
bership of the committee now seems fa-
vorable to this plan, the only difference
of opinion being on the taxation of in-
dividual incomes.

The Democrats met again tonight at
the residence of Secretary Carlisle. and
resumed the discussion of various plans
for an income tax. and it was thought
probable the internal revenue schedules
might be completed by the next meet-
inst of the committee.

Natln's Whipping Grows.

WASmaIrOTON, Dec. 1.-The following
is an abstract of the annual report of
Commissioner of Navigation O'Brien:
"The tonnage of the country exhibitedan
increase of 40,150 tons during the last
fiscal year from 4,715,921 in 1872 to:
4.825,071 in 1803. There was a decrease
in sailing tonnage, but an increase in
steam tonnage. The tonnage of both
American and foreign vessels entered at
our own ports shows a decrease as a re-
suit of the general depression of trade
The tonnage which passed through the
Detroit river during the year 1802
amounted to 24,785,000 tone. The cost
of transporting grain from Chicago to
New York by lake, canal and Hudson
river fell from 284c in 1892 to 74c in
1893. The businesesof iron shipbuilding
is progressing greatly. As a result of
careful, study .of the operations of the
bureau of navigation. Commissioner
O'Brien recommends the creatiob of a
department of commerce.

Basque. Is at only Tuongue Still.

The qu-ai.in., Who are the Basques?
that mysterions lpedle who give their
name to the bay of Bisc:ay. is always
ropping up, and Professor von der Ga-

belentz has recently endeavored to show
that the Basque language belongs to the
African Bkrber family of speech-for ex-
ample, the Kabyle and Taureg. His ev.
idence, however, only amounts to a few
culture words being identical in the
Basque and Berber languages and cer
tain analogies in the laws of phonetut.
change. Moreover, he assumes that the
Basques and Iberians were the same peo-
pie.

But, as Canon Isaac Taylor points out,
the Iberian tongue, according to our
highest authorities, was different from
the Basque, and the French Basques are
a different race from the Spanish
Basques, who are a feebler people of the
Ibterian type. If we assume that the
Basques conquered the Iberians, we can
account for the resemblances noticed by
Professor von der (Gabelentz. because
the Iberians of Berber origin in acquir-
ing the language of their conquerors
would retain their own phonetic teli-
dency and also some culture words in
both languages. As Canon Taylor re-
marks, we may still believe that- the
Basque language is allied to the Ural-
Altaic type.-London Globe.

The Danger of Matches.
We wonder how our ancestors man-

aged to get along at all before the in-
vention of matches; they are so indis-
pensably handy that we keep them in
every room in the house; the "men
folks" carry them in their lockets, leave
them hanging in their "other clothes"
