He lived but a few 
moments. At his left hjjp lay a revolver, 
and in bis right temple was an uglv 
wound. About the wound the hair was 
powder burned, showing that when the 
pistol was discharged it must have been 
held near the head. Tho bullet passed 
through the bead and lodged under the 
scalp on the left side.

A coroner’s inquest was held, result ing 
in a verdict that Church came to his 
deatli by tiie discharge of a pistol held in 
his own band.

Home time previous to leaving the store 
Church went to a desk and commenced 
writing a letter. Pretty soon be stopped, 
tore up the Sheet of paper on which he 
was writing, threw it under the desk, and 
returned to the sales counter. After the 
tragedy yesterday afternoon, Mr. C. P. 
Van Wart informs us that, remembering 
the above circumstance, he w n t to the 
desk and gathered up the fragments of 
the letter which the deceased had com­
menced to write. After a good deal of 
trouble they were parted together and 
the writing proved to be as follows:

D e a r  D octor:— I have dressed myself 
for the burying, all except the overcoat. 
If the bullet should fail to do its work—

Hera the letter ends abruptly, Church 
evidently changing his mind about leav­
ing a letter. The letter given to Mr. 
Stone by Church is, we believe, still in 
Mr. Stones possession. It lias not been 
opened but is supposed to be entirely a 
business communication.

The deceased lias been in Helena for 
about two years past and was held in 
high esteem by ail with whom lie came 
in contact. He came here from Findlav, 
Ohio, and has two sisters—Mrs. Dr. Mor­
ris and Mrs. L. Kirkpatrick—and a 
brother residing in Montana.
