A German steamer has been sunk by a 
Haytien man of war. 

Katie Putnam was taken severely ill 
on her arrivsl at Tacoma.

The secretary of the interior has called 
on the governor of Alaska for informa­
tion in regard to the maltreatment of 
native women. 

The celebrated ease of Frothingham 
YS. Adams Express comuany, for illegal 
imprisonment, was settled by the com­
pany paying him $8,300. 

The United Slates warship Galena re­
ceived her sailing orders at the Brooklyn 
navy yard. Sealed orders will not be 
opened until after Sandy Hook is passed. 
It is generally believed, however, that 
the Galena will proceed direct to Port au 

"The Spellbinders,'* as the republican 
campaign speakers see fit to tall them 
selves, met last week at the Fifth Ave­
nue Hotel and formed themselves into 
sn organisation to be known as the Re­
publican National Spellbinders' Associa­
tion, Cbauncey M. Depew as president. 

A riot caused by whisky in a negto 
quarter of Savannah last week, resulted 
in the death of one neyro, the probably 
fatal injury of two white policemen, and 
•nd the hurting of a number of other 
persons. A policeman who attempted 
to quiet a disturbance was beaten to in­
sensibility, add the same fate overtook a 
comrade whoiameto his assistance. The 
police reserves were kept on guarJ all 
night. 

In refutation of the cable despatch

Senator Harris, by a motion to lay the 
senate tariff bill 011 the fable, brought, 
out the fact that the republican senators 
will vote solidly in favor of that measure 
notwithstanding the fact that several of 
them are known to be bitterly opposed to 
certain sections of the bill. Several ex-
olanations are given for this action by 
parties who profess to know. One is 
that Harrison has stated that he wants 
the bill parsed at this session and that 
those republicans that are opposed to it 
ire afraid to vote against it, least thev 
thereby loose their share of patronage 
under the new administration ; another 
is, that they know the bill will not pass 
the house and only vote for it to keep up 
in appearance of harmony in the repub­
lican ranks until after Harrison is in-
lugurated leaving the quarrel that is be­
lieved by many people to be inevitable 
)ver the tariff, until the next sesHion, 
when they will control both house and 

The president's message was an able 
itatement of the position of the deme-
:ratic party on the tarifl and other mat-
;era of importance; the ideaa expressed 
therein could not have been improved. 
Jtatements like the following from the 
Message are ponderous with statesman 
like wisdom: "He mocks the people 
»ho proposes that the government shall 
irotect the rich, and that they in turn 
will care for the laboring poor. Any in-
ermediary between the people and their 
fovernment, or the least delegation of 
^he care and protection the government 
)wes to the humblest citizen in the land, 
nakes the boast of free institutions a 
[littering delusion and the pretended 
>oon of American citizenship a shame-
ess imposition." ''Extravagant approp­
riations of public money with their de-
Moralizing consiqa'ncis should not be 
alerated, either as a means of relieving 
the treasury of its present surplus, or as 
tarnishing pretext for resisting a proper 
reduction in tariff rates." "It cannot be 
lenied that the selfish and private in­
terests which are so preeistently heard 
when efforts are made to deal in a just 
ind comprehensive manner with our 
ariff laws, are related to if they are not 
largely responsible for, the sentilent 
largely prevailing among the people, that 
tha geneaal government is the fountation 
of individual and private aid; that it 
•ay be expected to relieve with patern­
al care and distress of citizens and com­
munities, and that from the fullness of 
ta treasury it should upon the slightly 
l>ossible pretext of promoting the j,ener-
il good, apply public funds to the benefit 
if localists and individuals. Nor can it 
ne denied that there is a growing as-
lumption that as against the government 
ind in favor of private claims and inter-
rsts, the usual rules and limitations of 
Duainess principles and just dealings 
ihonld be waived. These ideas have 
»een unhappily much encouraged by 
legislative acquiescence. Relief from 
; mtracts made with the government is 
too easily accorded in favorof the citizen, 
tha failure to support claimsagainst the 
fovernment by proof is often supplied 
jy no b?tier consideration than the 
irealth of the government and the poy 
srty of the claimant; gratuities in the 
form of pensions are granted upon no 
Jther real ground than the needy condi 
lion of the applicant, or for reasons less 
valid ; and large sums are expended for 
public buildings and other improve­
ments upon representations scarcely 
-Uiwied to be related to public needs

The diseasa is difficult to diagnose 
for those inexperienced (Hi re lieing no 
fever, in fact ueneraliy the reverse, tem­
perature being lower sometimes than 
normal, with a slow, thready, unsteady 
pulse). 

I found this same disease frequently 
at intervals in Idaho, Oregon and Wash- j 
ington, generally in the mountains at j 
"the timber line," and locally known as 1 

"mountain fever." In the Colville valley j 
it was a continuous trouble, and I had 
the honor of being ordered there (by 
military authority) to investigate it «t 
Ft. Colville and make recommendations, 
Ac. The post was afterwards abandon­
ed. The disease is, however, here in a 
transitory form,-aud I hope to Bee it gone 
by the, spring, but whatever it is nothed 
or generally (for I believe it in general) 
it would be well to have all animals fed 
(ligntly) on some good sound oats or 
corn two or three times a day l>efore the 
severe rigors of the winter sets in. I 
would add also to either food or water, 
the sulphate of iron (green copperas), say 
about a teaspoon.ul to each animal every 
day, also the nitrate of potaMi (.salt 
petre) once per week, about 1 oz, for 
each full g'ow 1 horse. In this manner 
herded animals can be got under treat 
ment without .rouble. I would recom­
mend, however, that tuose places where 
most smut is found be thoroughly burnt 
out. I have no chance to make a post 
mortem examinations, as all patients 
have recovered except one with paralysis 
of the stomach. In that <-ase I found 
positive anrcni'a with stomach vtinously 
contested, the heart of an abnoruial size 
with a lerge fibrous clot in the left ven-

I would also en" that amemia has 
oilier attendant diseasei than spinal: I 
have now under .realment cases of car­
buncle from tbe same source. 

Tiusting as an excuse for thus tree-

Horse Tlesh. 

Territorial Veterinarian Holloway re­
turned yesterday afternoon from Holt's 
ranch on the Mizpah. A Journal man 
sought the doctor and had an interesting 
conversation concerning the horses, the 
substance ofthe interview being as fol­
lows: There is not now nor has th.*re 
been for two years anv epodmic or un­
known malady among the horses of Mon­
tana. Many alarming reports have bee a 
sent outandagreat hullabalo raised hut, 
nevertheless, the maladies have been 
simple'and only diseases that all flesh, 
horse flejh included,are properly heir to. 
OB the L O ranch several horses were 
fbund looking very thin and wasted but 
with every outward sign of a malady 
which anv veterinarian shoull be able 
to diagnose at a glance ; simple epizootic 
pleuritit. This disease appears iu differ­
ent forms and unless proper attention is 
given by a skilled p. sctisioner uuy in 
the course of events result fatally. Mr. 
Holt lostauumbsr of his horses and will 
in all liklihood loose soms m ire. The 
trouble is that the doctoring generally 
given bv a man unaccustomed or unvers­
ed in veterinary practice is as likely to 
harm and animal as it is to benefit 
Now, as to this form of infliion ra with 
which horses generally are afflicted in 
these high attitndes; the first stage takes 
the form of a low fever which causes 
that dropping and general wasting away, 
this is followed by influenza and epizootic 
pleuritis and this is the disease s 1 much 
talked is being made abiut. The doctor 
predicts a general prevalanca of the 
numerous forms of influenza among the 
horse herde of Montana during the early 
spring and that tbur<4 will be lots of 
work for the veterinarians.—Yellow-
atone Journal.

A Minority of Five. 

WASHINGTON, Dec. 9.-The congres­
sional directory for the present session, 
which has just been completed, contains 
an unofficial list of the members of Ihe 
Fifty-first congress. This list waa com­
pleted with great care by W.H.Mich­
aels, clerk of the senate committee on 
p-inting. by peraonal correspondence 
with the returning officers of each o* 
the several states, and with the candi­
dates who have received certificates. It 
gives the republicans the house bv a 
majority of five, the parties^ according 
to his estimates, standing 165 republicans 
to 160 democrats. Mr. Mlchaela givea 
each party two members from Weat 
Virginia.

In this 
district the governor of the state has 
been enjoined from giving a certificate 
to Mr. Evans, the republican candidate: 
who has a majority on the face of the 
returns. M r. Michaels says he has mada 
careful inquiries in this case, and be­
lieves Mr. Evans will get his seat, but it 
is possible certificates may be issued to 
both candidates. The story current on 
Friday to the effect that a recount in 
the Fifteenth New York district gave 
the seat to Bacon, has been traced to a 
facetious assistant doorkeeper of the 
house from New York city.
