CUSTER COUNTY.

The Boasted Temple of Justice Proves a Tem-
‘ple of Fraud.

Recent developments in the affairs of
Custer county, naturally suggests this
question: What motive the legislature
had in passing the law affeciing the
officers of that county and unseating the
Board of Commissioners? Certainly the
small petition sent up from Custer county
was not sufficient to warrant the passage
of an act affecting interests so vital to that
county. What predsure, then could have
been brought to bear upon the few weak
ones to securo their votes in support of
so dangerous a measure? Can it be pos-
sible that those weak men sold their
votes to a_gigantic corporation? What
other interest could be subserved by the
passage of this most unprecedented and
infamous law? Let us look at this mat-
ter and see what the situation was. In
1882 the Northern Pacific railroad com-
pany was assessed by the proper officer
of the county. The tax due the county
“ was fifteen thousand dollars. These taxes
were not paid. In 1883 they were also
assessed on 260 miles of its road and its
equipments. The taxes amounted to
sixty-four thousand dollars, altogether
amounting to seventy-five thousand dol-
lars. This the company refused to pay
and proceedings were instituted to col-
lect it. Judge Conger issued a temporary
order, g the issi
trom forcible collection. Attorneys for
the company tried to settle the matter
with the old Board of Commissioners,
but was not successful. The idea of oust-
ing the old Board seems to have been
conceived about this time as further ne-
gotiations then ended and as foul a con-
spiracy as ever disgraced any county was
planned and is now being carried out.

Important Notice.

H. C. McFarland, United States land
commissioner has issued the following in-
structions to land officers:

“In view of the numerous complaints
of the unlawful inclosures of public lands
for stock range purposes, and conscquent
impediment to settlements, all persons
are hereby notified as follows: The pub-
lie lands are open to settlement and oc-
cupation only under the public land laws
of the United States, and any unauthor-
ized appropriation of the sume is trespass.
Such trespass is equally offensive to law
and morals as if upon private property.
The fencing of large bodies of public land
beyond that allowed by law isillegal, and
against the right of others who desire to
settle or graze their cattle onthe inclosed
tracts. Until settlement is made, there
is no objection to grazing cattle or cutting
hav on government land, provided the
lands are left open to all alike, Grazers
will not be allowed, on any pretext what-
ever, to fence the public lands and thus
practically withdraw them from the op-
eration of the settlement laws. This de-
partment will interpose no objections to
the destruction of these fences hy persons
who desire to make bona fide settlement

An Ordinance Concerning City Elections.

ORDINANCE NO. 7.

Be it Ordained by the City Council of the

City of Bozeman:
Sgerion L Untll otherwise ordained, the
division of the eity into wards, shall eontinue
as designated by the Charter Commissloners,
and a poll shall be provided In cich ward, A*
all elections under the charter or re'qnlmd by
ordinance whether annual er special, the vot-
ing shall be by ballot, and the elections shall
be subject to the same regulations, and con-
ducted In the sanie manner, unless otherwise
prescribed by ordinance, or required by the
charter, as Is now, or shall be, at the time of

Raidroad between Livingston and Boze-
man, and from Bozeman to Gallatin City.
The commission was accompanied by
Gen. Anderson, chief engineer of the

commission returned to St. Paul, with the
exception of Col. Ordway, who will go to
Portiandand thence to 8an Francisco.

The trestle on the Northern Pacific
across Corsican defile, twelve miles west
of Missoula, when completed will be 300
feet in the air. The length of the trestlc
is 2,400 feet.

Since the through train. of the North-
ern Pacific have leftSt. Paul at 8:35 a. m.,
the number of passengers taken out by
that train has been very large. Tuesday
morning ¥hie train had twelve cars at-
tached, and all of 450 passengers aboard.
The heaviest trains of the week are taken
out Wednesday, Thuredays and Fridays,
when the number of passengers runs
from 400 to 800. This is occasioned by
the fact that most immigrants leave
Chicago on Monday, the first of the
week, and commence arviving in §t, Panl
Tuesday.

According to a special telegram to the
§t. Paul Pioncer Press of the 25th, quite a
flurry has bggn cansed by a rumor that
the leading men of the Chicago & North-
western and Northern Pacific railroads
were considering the proposition to con-
solidate their properties under one man-
agement. It was treated asa very deep
secret by certain gentlemen who are pop-
ularly believed to know what is going on
in connection with the rdads which are
affected by congressional legislation, and
only the most vague asscrtions were
made about it. It is impossible at this
point to either confirm or denv the story.
It is stated that the arrangement is forced
upon both companies by their programme
of operations. The Northern Pacific must
g0 to Chieago over a track of its own. On
the other hand the Northwestern people
wish to stretch out and are ambitious to
reach the Pacific. It issaid that Vander-
bilt and Villard are getting ready to mak¢
this coup d’ etat, which is to be the
crowning sensation of the year in rail-
road matters, between now and the time
to move the growing efops. Generzl
