From a party lately arrived in this city
from Dakota, who traveled some days through
and along the burning district of Dakota and
Northwestern Minnesota, we glean the fol-

lowing. We use the language of our in-
! formant :

¥or some days [frevious to leaving Chey-
miles west of the crossing of the Northern
Pacific Railroad at Red river, a dense, smoky
atmospliere prévailed, whieh ‘each day grew
more dense, warning us that finmense prai-
rie fires were approaching our guariefs rap-
Iid]y, and our pirty deemed it pradent to
| move eastward as fast as possible,  We made
immediate preparations, but found that we
were In the saddle none too soon. The in-
tense heat and weight of smoke affected ug
very much, and soon atter starting we wore
forced to ride as rapidly as it was possible fof
our beasts to earry us.
day we toiled along, ol e¥es near rly blinded;
with parchied throat and eracked lips; amd in-
tense thirst we rode on, and on, till af night-
full we came in sight of Red river, having
ridden seventy-five miles without rest or hialt
but once. Glad were the hearts of our party,
and much rejoicing was there at our eseape
from great danger, if not loss of life. At
points along the route the wull of flumes
would be quite near ns, Its roar conld be
digtinetly heard many miles and its rapid
motion was surprising. The line of fire
seemed to be a solid wall ot flames of about
20 to 30 feet in hight, and moved as rapidly
as a fleet horse could run. Occasionally a
portion of the line would break away in
hodles of 40 or itiore feet square, and be ear-
ried with almost eleetric rapidity, a distance
of 50 or 100 rods ahead. and then strike the
high, dry grass, which would immediately
ignite and add its destroying foree to the al-
ready gigantic conflagration.

Atter resting at Red river, our paily, re’
duced to three persons, moyed on enstward
and southward, passing over a district but
[ lutely burned. We could not distinenizh an
object fifty yards away. Great heavy clouds
of smoke, hanging like a pall, through all
the distance of two hundred and fiffy miles
we traveled before reaching the Miss sippi
river, Jand even there, the smoke was very
oppressive. We deviated something from
the usual route traveled, and found at differ-
| ent points the charred remains of three
human beings, nothing left but the bodies,
and those burned to a erigp:, The sight was
horrible in all” particulars, and not & thing
 could be found that would in any way iden-
i tify the dead eorpses,

{ man who had been with Sherman i hig
“march to the sea,” was eaught in the midst
of a fire which was approaehing him trom all
sides. having no matches to create what is
called “a back fire,” and death staring him in
the face, his wit suggested & “gopher hole.”
Setting to work with the will that a man
wonld use who was working for life, be at-
tacked the sod with a large hunting knife,
cuttinga large plece away ; he rolled it back,
and at pnee (,Olnrl:lenced throwing the soft,
dry earth upw: ard and outward, and soou had
& hole dug of suflicient size to admit his body.
Carefnlly drawing the sod toward him he
suceeeded ir drawing it over his body, and
then filled up the chinks from dirt within.
He laid there until the fire passed tver Him,
and was spresding furriofisly on its way:
milek distznt, then slowly he crawled' ont of
his living grave, beated fearfully, but, injured
in no way whatever. Ilis soldier experience

On the contrary, he has
worked himself into a state of excitement
and anger which [ regret to observe. Vials
of wrath hath he poured upon the innocent
and patriotic head of your humble corres-
pondent. Visions of a stubborn and relent-
less Legislature manipulating the Clerk’s fee
bill appear to him in his dreams; while in

¢ Buz ' exchanging congratulations with un-
fortunate litigants over the happy eonse-
quences of his timely suggestions.

Now, Mr, Editor, [ had thought it within
the legitimate sphere of public discussion,
and peeuliarly the province of a public jour-
nal to diseuss the public acts of public offi-
cinls; and eertainly to disenss the merits and
demerits of alaw in which the public gen-
erally teel an interest. My observations were
not intended to resch any individoal, I aim
no reflections at any one as a private citizen ;
