speaking, while all democrats can
easily be accommodated on their side
of the aisle. The republicans gain
not only in numbers but in prestige
by the return to the fold of old time
\\:urriurs such as “Uncle Joe,” Nick

Longworth, Ebenezer Hill, Cy Sullo-
way and others whose names have
Jong been conspicuous in the lists of
the G. 0. P. politico-warriors.

The new order of things gives to
the individual members of the major-
itv both greater power and greater re-

sponsibility than they claimed in the
last congress. During the last two
years, the men in charge of the demo-
cratic legislative machinery could
view with complacency any little up-
rising within their own ranks for they
could lose even forty or fifty votes
and yet put- over their program.
Whenever some obstreperous member
of the majority, feeling aggreived
over the course being pursued by his
own organization, felt like kicking
over the traces he could proceed to
kick and follow up his kick with a con-
trary vote without creating the slight-
est ripple for it merely reduced the
majority to 138. There isn’t much sat-
isfaction in leading a revolt under
such circumstances as those and I
have seen a good many fellows in
whose breast the fires of rebellion
were flaming go out and vote with his
party or refrain from voting altogeth-
er because he knew it was useless to
attempt any other line of procedure.
It was this situation which aided the
president to maintain his hold upon
the house. Naturally a large majority
of his party in that body were entire-
ly content to follow the direction of
their acknowledged leader but those
who might have, at times, felt dis-
posed to go another way were re-
strained by the very futility of such
action.

But the situation is radically alter-
ed since the majority has been shaved
down to a paltry 21. Now, any man
who starts out to foment rebellion
within the ranks of the majority is
likely to receive instant attention by
the leaders. He may expect to be
taken into some secluded corner and
have pointed out to him the danger
which his course threatens to the
whole party and be made the object
of some special pleading to remain
regular in order to preserve party
solidarity. The opposition can almost
always be depended upon, when par-
tisan matters are under consideration,
to vote as one man and there is an
additional incentive to do so when
they can, by merely bringing over
eleven recalcitrant democrats, pro-
