. RANDOM NOTES

On Health and Climate of Sun River
Valley, M. T.

If asked to name the most common
and prevalent diseawses of this suction
of Montana I would answer without
hesitation rhotmatism, catarrhal and
nervous affections. put that theso
are due mainly to the climateis, in the
abspnce of comparative statististis,ques-
tionable. Food and habit have much
to do with tJa production of them all.
The mate adult Montanian, especially
if he is an early settler, is aggrieved
if he does not have moat of some kind
three times a day, strong coffee night
and morning, and not unfroquently
uses to excess condiments and stimu-
lating drinks. A regimen which
strongly prodisposes to inflammatory
diseases to account for the provtlonce
of nervous affections, especially
among feomales, the climate must have
a full share of blame. The cold
strong winds which blow almost con-
tinually for several months during
every year make out-door exorcise,
fresh air and sunshine-the very pi-
sentials of health-almost impossible
for the fairer and tenderer sex. Theos
high winds, too, whileawooping along
down hundreds of miles of bare dry
mountain ranges and once various
mineral deposits generf;te an unusual
amount of lenctrieity which doubtless

ects injuriously upon the nervos, cor-
tain it is the amount of free active elec-
tricity is very great. Malarial fevers
occur so rarely that some of the old-
est practitioners of medicine in the ter-
ritory have never seen a case. Chol-
era and yellow fever are unknown,
and typhus and typhoid fever, ex-
oept in the mildest forms, are very
rare. No general epidemic among
the white population has occurred in
the hiotory of the territory. There
have boon occasional outbreaks of
small-pox, scarlet fever, me:sles and
diphtheria, but the mortality has al-
ways boon very small, and the spread
of the diasases, even in the larger
towns, easily controlled by proper
precautions. But to the pureness of
our atmorphoro more than to all
things else we are indebted for our
frolom from contagoons. No poison
g m• seem to be native here, and such
as we have are either imported or
generated by the grossest violations
of sanitary and hygionic laws.

The following observations kindly
furnished by mgnal Sergeant A. •'
Matthews, at Fort Shaw, five miles
distant, show the variations in ther-
momotor and barometer for the year
1888 An examination of the rcords
for the past ten yoears shows this to be
about an average year, with possibly
alarger rain fall than usual:

The climato is oxcoodingly dry at
all soa•ons except during a part of
tiho spring tald ttut'ly suHllmor. ISnow
rarely lion oa the ground loni; after a
storm, the highl wosterly winls which
prnvall drive it into drifts, a!d the
enrretnts of dry air molt it an:d hour
away the moisturo as fast as it is
moltld. Snow, thouaih, on tihe moun-
tains, may be found no abundanco all
the yoar. A high temlperaturo in
slInmer raroly obtains or more than
a few days in succossion, and the
nights arto always cool anid ploutsant.
The water of Sun rivor io pure, cool
and wholesom--- -that roached in wells
i1 most parts of the valley has a sa-
line tasti from porerrationl through
the alkaline soil. Large bohl springs
aro not unconmlon, aui in the uapter
part of the valley oear the moundtutis
there are- a numbor whoso waters are
hot and largely imprognitted with sul-
phur, iron, soda and magnesia. I:or
the main part of the your the climate
is very moderato, pleoasant and health-
ful, and the numbor of fair days,
probal'ly grotter than in any other
part of our country.
