The Flathead came to his death

by a gunshot wound in the right oar,

He had a parse containing $1.55 in t
silver. He was also shot in the back I
of the head, the ball eoming out of the a
forehead. Both were killed with the n
same kind of a pistol or rifle. At the t

The
Stock Association have a number of
men out all the time riding from one
mud hole to another, and doing all
they can to keep the cattle away from
them. They probably are the means
of saving a great many cattle, but
still many are not found until too
late.

The Saguache cattlemen's associs-
tion offers a reward of $1,000 for the
detection and conviction of anyone
stealing stock from any of its mom-
bers.

According to the roadmaster's re-
port 24,5607 head of cattle were import-
ed into the Yellowstone valley in '88.
The exports during the same year was
88,578, showing the excess over the
imports to have been 8,997.

William Courtena, of Miles City,
sold 4000 head of cattle lately at $40
per head.

A gentleman from the west informs
us that the total loss on the Pincher
creek range will be about two per
cent On that range there are in
round numbers, 10,000 head of cattle,
and 200 will cover the loss.
