The Craig-Snillvan Tragedy.
Augusta, on the South Fork of Sun

river, was the scene of a serious shooting
afray on the morning of the 5th inst., be.
tween Ezra Craig, a business man of the
above named place, and a hard citizen
named James Sullivan, better known by
the cognomen, "Yellowstone Jim," who
has made the South Fork country his
home since last February. The shooting
was clearly a case of self.preservation on
the part of Craig. Sullivan had endeav-
ored to create the Impression that he was
a bad man. and had thoroughly terrorized
the community, and whenever an oppor,
tunity offered displayed his brute strength
and followed it up by threats of killing,
and had repeatedly threatened the life of
his destroyer. On the night in question,
be filled up withth thesoul-destroying fluid,
generally for sale throughout the Terril
tory, and started on a "heading up" expe.
dition, and after a time, started in an the
business room occupied by Craig 8Stur.
man, and battered In the windows and
doors. Craig, who sleeps in one of the
rear rooms of the building, at last got up
and arming himself with a revolver, went
out after his partner, and returning, call.
ed oa Sullivam to aere., which eemed
only to Insese hib more, and he started
toward Craig with a chair. Craig called
to him to stop or he would shoot; but be
continued to advance, and Craig comr
mensed to shart, fring lsx shots, five of
which took effect, one in the bead, one in
the beck, one in the breast, one in the hip
and one in the side.

A coroner's jury, after viewing the body
and taking testimony, brought in a ver-
dict, to the effect that the deceased came
to his death from pistol shots, fired by
Ezra Craig

Craig immediately gave himself up at.
ter the shooting to the proper authorities,
and at his preliminary examination, was
bound over to await the action of the
grand jury.

The general verdict of the people at
Augusts ts that Sullivan richly deserved
what he got, and that Craig was fully jus.
tided in killing him. HIAtxs.
