The mines are situated on Bell creek,
about 45 miles by the new ronte from
Grout I'alls. The road is a very fair Mon-
tana one, but a great improvement could
be made by following Belt ereek down to
a point near Great Fulls, where the grade
out would ba susy to ascend.

The navigation of the upper Missourl
from Great Falls to Helena is a matter of
importance to Helena, which I am pleased
to see that ehe realizes, and will probably
take some steps to hasten ita materializa
tion. The running of boats on this por-
tion of the river would place Helena in a
position to secure her coal ut 2 minimuin
price compared to what she is now com-
pelled to pay.
