THE FIRE FIEND.
HOW TO GRAPPLE WITH THE DE-

VOURING ELEMENT.

The Merits that Are Claimed for Chem-
ieal Engines-How They

Put Out Fires.

Desiring to learn all about the chemical
engines, a TRIBUNE reporter sought Mr.
King and plied him with sundry ques-
tions on the subject.

"Are the chemical engines much in
use," he enquired.

"Chemical engines," he said, are coam
ing into use largely in all first-class fire
departments. The great advantage in
their use is promptness. They got to
work quickly. There is no delay in at-
taching them to the hydrant or in laying
400 or 500 feet of heavy hose. Nor is
there any delay in getting up steam. One
man can ascend to the fifth or sixth story
of a building with the hose ready to go to
work."
"Is there a continuous stream?"
"Yes. The style ofbuilding inthe chem-

ical engines adapts them to a continuous
stream for an indefinite time. As soeon
as one tank or reservoir is discharged the
second one can be turned on and the oth-
er replemished. Each engine carries 200
feet of hose. Two streams can be played
from these engines at one time."
"What are the general advantages of

the engines?"
"They are simple. The chemical en-

gine dispenses with complex machinery,
experienced engineers, reservoirs and
steam. Carbonic acid gas is both the
working and extinguishing agent. As I
said, it is always ready. The chemicals
are kept in place and the gas is generated
the instant it is wanted. In most cases
this gain in time saves the building. Five
minutes at the right time is worth five
hours a little later, Bulk for bulk car-
bonic acid is 40 times as effective as wa-
ter. The 70 gallons of the two smallest
cylinders are equal to 2,800 gallens of
water."

"Can the engine be easily handled?"
"Five or six men can draw and manage

it. Its small dimensions require but a
small area for either work or storage.
(ine hundred feet or more of its light,
pliant hose can be carried on a man's
arm up any number of stairs inside a
building or, if fire forbids, up a ladder
outside. Moreover, the gas does notdam-
are goods. The gas smothers, but does
not deluge."

"How as to costa?"
"The engine costs only about half as

much as a first-class hand engine and
about one-fourth as much as a steam en-
glne with their necessary appendages.
The chemicals for each charge cost less
than two dollars."
