ANARCHISTS BUSY.

ALARMING INCREASE IN THE NUM-
BER OF SUICIDES.

EmperOe f ai loa to flBar Everyltal-

An Anarect Premises to Tell the
D•ins of its •oefdratst,

But Decemps.

Naw Yonx, Jan. 15.-The large num-
of anarchists who have recently commit-
ted suicide in this city and Brooklyn
caused some of the detectives of the let.
ter city to reach the conclusion thattheir
wholesale self destruction was the result
of an agreement among themselves.
'Therb have also been several incendiary
ires of late and the Brooklyn authorities
placed Detective Miller, of the Four-
teenth precinct, on the case.

Miller succeeded in gaining the conf-
Adnce of a Long Island City anarchist
who had come from Chicago arter the
hanging of Spies and his companions.
This man told the detective that the sur-
mises of the police were correct, that the
anarchists had plotted to burn everything
they possibly could and then commit asi-
oide. The man promised to appear as a
witness against several suspected persons,
but when the detective went to find him a
day or two later it was found that he had
skipped for parts unknown. The police
of both cities are working the matter up.

They
can only assert that It will be the most
feasible and all depends upon the report
of thsurveyors. Negotiations are now
pending whose consummation may be
expeote within a month, by which the
MontenaPaflSc route will be absorbed by
the Great Northern. These develop-
ments, entirely authentic, are significant.
They indicate that within a year Spokane
Falls will have another transcontinental

line, giving her additional connection with
the east as well as Puget sound. Millions
of dollars will be expended in construc.
tion work in a country largely tributee
to this city and an imperial region will
be developed.
