The range over which these cattle are I
feeding is Canadian quarantine ground ii
and the department of agriculture par- f
ticularly desires that cattle from across is
the frontier should be prevented -from to
coming in contact with cattle that may ai
be in quarantine. The police have posi- G
tive instructions to keep the quarantine
grounds clear of intruding cattle. Will
you therefore lie kind enough to warn
owners to that- effect. The Canadian
g,.vernment are particularly desirous of
having this regulation enforced without It
unnecessary friction with, or hardship on
settlers on the other side. It occurs to
me that you may be kind enough to as-
sist in bringing about that happy result. th

SENATOR BECKER RIE-ARRSBTED.

RiLkard Sends a Warrant for Him-
Helena to a Feverish State.

HELENA, Feb. 8.-[Special to the
TRIBUNE.J--After the hearing of the
habeas corpus proceedings at Miles Oily,
yesterday, Judge Milburn decided that
Senator Becker should be set at liberty,
but the delay in the proceedings gave an
opportunity to Deputy Sheriff Parker to
arrive from Helena with a warrant sign-
ed by Lieut. Governor Rickards.

ANOTHER WARRANT PRODUCED.
Senator Backer was re-arrested just as

he was about to leave the court-room. A
new application was made to the court
which decided not to interfere further
with the warrant which he said looked
valid upon its face.

HELENA GREATLY EXCITED.
During the evening hours the city was

in a feverish state. News from Miles
was anxiously awaited. Late at night a
telegram came stating that Parker was on
the west.bound train bringing Senator
Backer to Helena.

BECRER PROBABLY REE.

Intense Excitement in Helena and
Bozeman.

HELENA, Feb. S.-[Special to the TnI-
nucn.]-The excitement caused by the
attempt to bring back Senator Backer is
becoming intense. It has been increased
by a telegram from Bozeman stating that
when the train stopped there, means were
taken to intercept Sheriff Parker and
Senator Becker. Parker was arrested,
much to his surprise, on a charge of kid-
napping. Pubic sympathy favors Sena-
tor Backer and it is probable that he will
be spirited away before anything further
can be done to detain him. Excitement
in Bozeman is red hot.

A deal has just been closed for the pur-
chase of 2,400 acres of land known as the
McMillan property. It takes in every-
thing from the city limits to the smelter.
The Montana Smelting company is the
buyer. The price paid is 2404,000. This
company also purchased two forty-acre
tracts near the city limits for $40,000.
Great Falls is boomopg, and everybody
there is preparing fo a perlod of great
activity.-Helena Journal.
