Thii being done the rest is simple
enough. Th e same political machinery
by which governors and justices of state
supreme courts and other state oficers
are nominated and elected will place
candidates for the United States senate
directly before the people for their
suftrages. Presidents and vice-presi-
dents conihd be nominated by national

conventions as they now are but instead
of the people voting for electure as they
now do., they woulu vote directly for the
candidates when they voted for their
governor and other state officers. This
is simple and what is more the plan ap-
prouches nearer to true democracy than
loes the preusnt complex and round-

about one.

The question of electing presidents and
United States senators by a direct vote of
the people is not a new one. It has been
discussed by the press for several years,
and while it is generally favored by
newspapers, politicians as a rule oppose
the departure. They would find the
field of their operations greatly reduced
by it. Hfence their opposition. There is
another powerful factor which will oppose
thenuiemlient-- the iniority party. But

the TRIliNS has faith in the people and

believes that usuun a fair, square vote

they woultd ha, found in favor of an

amendment to the constitution provid-

ing that they - the people shall elect
their state senators and presidents by a
direct lote.

The importer of woolen cloths adds the
tarilf or tax, which he must pay for the
privilege of selling his cloths in an
American market, to their first cost.

The consunmer pays the tlritf upon the

one and the revenue tax upon the other

when he hands over his money for thema.

The tariff is a tax just as the internal

revenue tax is a tax a tax which the

consuner must pjiy.

THE MASK THROWN OFF.

The aggregation of politicians and
strikers calling itself the Tinplate Man.
uacturi re asseiation of the United
States has held a meeting at
which a bill was drawn to be pre-
sented in congress asking that the
duty on tinphite be increased one cent
it pound. This is one of the cheekiest

I moves that has been made by ultra pro-
tectionists in it long time. But it means
that the association throws up the
spohge, virtually acknowledging that it
cal not make tinplate in this country.
It throws ofT the mask under which it
has been parading before the public for
campaign purposes and now comes out
in its real form and figure.

Let us look at this tinpilte business
a few liolhnts. Under the old tariff

tinplate was turitTed at one cent u pound.
No utity was imposed on pig tin--that is
raw material. Major McKinley increas-
ed the duty on tinplate from one cent a

pound to 2.2 cents per pound. In the
course of his speech in sulpport of the in-
ireased duty he stated that if the increase
in the taritf were made there were sev-
eral powerful syndicates of capitalists
that stool ready to go into the manufac-
ture of tinplate and that there were two
or three establishments in the country
which, by slight additions to the plants,
could be transformed into prosperous
tinplate factories. Hle said the indus-
try was an infant one it was not born-
and must have protection to enable it to
stand on its feet and grow up with the
country. The increase in the duty was
allowed by his party in congress and the

article stiid tiriild at i.2 cents per

pound.
Now let ius look at the "industry."

Preceding auit during the state elections
last full republican journals abounded
with iccounts of the establishment of
tinplute plants all over the country.
Shrewd reporters for eastern democratic
newspapers were sent out in search of

the tinplate plants. They couldn't find
them und so reported. These reports
were met by McKinleyites with a fresh
hatch of lies and as a clincher McKin-
ley. himself, rolled up his sleeves before
a soup boilers' cauldron at Piqua, Ohio,
andl dipped same sheet iron in molten
lead. borrowed for the occasion, and
holding the stuff up before a gaping
crowd of suckers, called it "tinplate."
Several honest men really believed tin-

plate was being made in the aountry and
felt indignant that democratic news-
papers should doubt it. Not a few
gullible republican editors also believed
the transparent yarn and daily ground
out long-winded articles on what was
being done by tinplate plants in the
country, and wound up their diatribes
by extolling the McKinley tariff and
damning democratic editors for not
taking stock in the tinplate stories.

The mask is now turn off and an ex-
pose made of the whole matter. No tin-
plate is being made in the country, and
with present appliances. none can be
mado in it. The association knows this
and has known it all along. It now
proposes to back out of the whole busi-
ness. It wouldn't do to let it die on the
hands of the so-called tinpiate associa-
tion without a kick, and so the kick is
made in the form of a request to con-
gress that the duty on tinplate he in.
creased 1 cent a pound. The reason
given for the request, as the dispatches
put it. is: "As the tariff now stands--
duty 2.2 cents per pound the duty is in-
sutlicient to afford adequate protection"
"adequate" is good- as it leaves an
opening for old-established tinplate fac-
tories in the old world to deluge the
American market at a time when such
action would be decidedly detrimental
to the industry." What a confession!

In the face of this declarati-i what
becomes of McKinley's promises of the
establishment of tinplute plants all over
the country, with a duty of 2.2 cents a
pound on tinplate? What becomes of
the repeated assurances of republican
newspapers and republican speakers that
tinplate is being successfully made in
several establishments in America?
What becomes of the stories about the
locking out of 25,000 Welsh tinplate
makers by their Welsh employers on ac-
count of the McKinley tariff on tinplate?
What becomes of the neat little yarn
that Welsh tinplate manufacturers were
going to remove their plants to thiscoun-
try and go into business? What be-
comes of all these campaign yarns?
Proven to be lies, every one of them.

Will this congress increase the duty
one cent, making the duty on tinplate
3.2 cents per pound? Will a democratic
house of representatives impose another
unjust burden upon the laboring men
and their families of this country by in-
creasing this tariff? Not much! Not in
a thousand years! And the aggregation
of protection bloodsuckers styling them-
selves "A tinplate association" liow it.
They know their bill will hardly get a
respectful hearing in the house. But its
appearance there andt inevitable defeat
will give them all the reason-pretence-
to throw the failure of 'our tinplate
plants" upon the democrats. They
wouldn't give it "adequate protection,"
they will say, and so the "infant" indus-
try must die "a 'bornin'." If it depend
upon this congress to give it the added
protection asked it will die. That is cer-
tain. And with it will die the oft-told
stalwart lie 'spoken and printed about
the successful manufacture of tinplate
in this country.
