TtI'NI' :.I The second week of the
legislative assembly has paseed without
much work being accomplished except
in a preparatory way. The senatorial
question has pushed everything else in- t
to the background. Up to this time not
ovier twenty Iills have been introduced
and none of themu have been printed. I
With a question so huge as that of the1
election of a United States senator hang-
ing over th,-.n the memnhrs of the legis-
lature do not feel like getting down tot
solid work. One-fourth the session is
gone and such important matters is the
state educational institutions. the up- i
propriation bills and other things that I
are likely to need attention, cannot be
said to have been fairly started yet. The
experience of older states than Montana,
however, has been that it is not the
quantity of the legislation, but the
quality that does the most good.

There are some subjects that will need
careful consideration by the present
legislature, and none of them are of
more importance than the contemplated
changes in the registration and election
laws. Several measures of the kind are
already in proeeos of evolution in the
minds of their promoters. One of them
is by Monteath. republican, of Silver
Bow, who proposes to legalize primary
elections, so as to make a fraud practiced
during the family quarrels of political
parties just as much of a crime as if it
were done at a general election. This is
in force in many of the eastern states,
though in most places it is left optional
with the several parties to adtlopt the law
for the conduct of primaries.

Judge Bach. of Lewis and Clarke, pro-
pocs to have a bill passed clearly detin-
ing what county cinovassing boasds may
or auy not do, and thus avoid a repeti-
tlion of tihe Choteau affair. IfuIThuan of
Custer lih:;s a bill Iuse'l on the 11assa-
chusetts law. to prevent corrupt prac-
tices at elections. .Among other things
it requires candidates to publish sworn
statements iof their elelctin expenses.
From these and other schemes of similar
nature something may come that will
make elections in lMolntana above re-
prnach.
The seating of Eugene Leech. the re-

publican contestant from Clhoteau coun-
ty, without even waiting for tue result
of the inquiry the house had directed,
was about as glaring a piece of bad faith
as could be conceived. 'l'ie committee
on elections had shown its determination
to get to the bottom of the matter by
asking for full authority to send for evi-
dence. While the conmmitte'as request
was still pending, the republicans. with
the aid of two of the populiste. seated
Leech. I hen they directed the coummit-
tiu to g ahiadl and investigate. But
bad fuitl, as this practic was-, it was
ievierthtlesi good politics olu the part of
the populists. Wtith the Ch(oteau seat
vacant, the democrats, with the aid of
one populist. and by bringing in David-
sou, the sick mau, coull at any time
have elected a United States senator,
provided only they agreed on the man.
This would have destroyed the import-
ance of the iother two populists in the
house. With lltnniilton seated the doem-
ocrats would have elected their muan
without the aid of even one populist.
But with Leech peated, noither party'
could get along without some aid froli
the populists. It is this that tle pupu-
lists considered when two of them united
with the republicans in theu Le< h tmat-
ter, and whatever else may be thought
of it. it cannot Ihe called badll politi•s.
even by those who might eulfer fromll it.

Appended are letters in favor of consoli-

(Gilman of Johns Hopkins, President
Wmin. Il Harper of the University of
Chicago and others. Senator Gibson
believes in the broad and liberal ideas
advocated by the gentlemen mentioned,
and though he w.ll meet with opposition,
and much of it from those who have
local interests to serve, he is determined
to push the matter to a conclusion. Bills
locating the state university at Missoula.
the agricultural college at Bozeman and
the school of mines at Butte. have al-
ready benl introduced. During the
coming week It bill will be introduced to
establish the agricultural college at
.Miles City.

The county division schemes are get-
tintg very numerous. Thu projectors of
the Teton county project have opened
hcnldqtlrters lit the Power block, and
itre working lard among the legislators.
lThere seems to be no ditrerence of opit,-
ion amonng Chteau county people as to
the advisability of letting part of
their territory go for the formation of
Teton county. 'rhe difference, however.
is as to the exact dividing line. The
people of IFrt IMenton and vicinity want
the line of division to be on the princi-
pal meridian. extending from the Cas-
cade county line due north to the inter-
national boundary. Many of the people
in the proposed new county want the
line further east. The tight will be on
this question. When that is settled
there will be another light between
Dupuyer and Choteau city as to which
shall bothe county seat. There is an-
other proposition before the house which
calls for taking another slice of Chuteau
county. It is the Bear Paw county pro-
ject. If this and the Teton county pro-
ject both carry, Choteau will have very
little left. Missoula is also threatened
with dismemberment by the Valley and
Fluatthead county schemes, bills for which
have alreadylv been introduced in the
deadest of earnest.

1A bill for a comprehensive system of
irrigation undle- state direction has been
introdtuced in the house. Its provisions
hbar ualiretlJl Ieen delcribed. The author
of the bill says. the tdhvi.ion of the state
into two depa'thnents for the purpose of
i-uning botsi to aid in the work, was
dimte bec-ause that part west of the
lRocky mountains might prefer not to go
into any irrigation eFhemne, not having
tile same ne.essity for it that exists east
of the runge.
