The President of Man Domingo ArrestedC
by French Naval Omeers.

ANEW YoaK, Maruh 30.-The Clyde line
steamship Saginaw arrived from San
Domlngo this morning. The pessengers
bring the news of the arrest of the presi-
dent of San Domingo by French naval
officers in San Domingo city. According
to th3 story the president had taken
d8U2,(O0 from a French bank, the nman-
ager of which called Ulpn the two
French cruisers lying in the harbor to
prevent the escape of the president to
Monte Cristo, whither ihe was about to
start to quell sn insurrection. The
president's sudden descent upon thie
bink was the outcome of a legal suit
between him and suiie of the lFrench
residents, involving the payment of the
money. The case was sent to a higher
court for judgment, but apparently this
wa delayed too long to suit th.' presi-
dent, bsi lie ordered out his militia with
instructions to seize whateveI r IFrnch
gold they couldl find. The soldiers pro-
ct'ded to the bank on March 14, bori
down the doors altl blhw open the
vaults anil carried offt lilt5.iK) in i'ash.

Thel clothing business in tGreat Falls
in increasing very rapidly, owing to the
fact that large numbers of men from the
mining and agricultural regions round
about come here to buy their supplies.
The clothing business has grown very
rapidly and the lines carried here are
equal in quantity and ruality to those
found in cities of a Inur:h larger popula-
tion furthe:r east.
