NO LANDMARKS LEFT.

St. Pal's Story is Like Unto What Great
Falls' Will Be.

A heavy-set gentleman with a swarthy
complexion and a full chin beard, a man
about 60 years of age, stood in the Mer-
chants lobby yesterday afternoon, gazing
intently across Third street to the lower
end of Jackson, says the Pioneer Press.
His restless eyes were searching forsome
familiar landmark of the early days of
1860-1, and they finally rested upon a
few old frame buildings just below the
Fire and Marine building. They were
all that reminded him of the city of 30
odd years ago. The gentleman was
Philip Lovell of Dillon, Mont., who left
St. Paul in 1851 with an ox team and
pushed into the far and unexplored ter-
ritory of Montana. He was one of the
first explorers of the gold fields of that
section. Among his companions on that
elpedition were Amos Hall and Captain
Spencer and several other early settlers
ol St. Paul. He made Montana his
home, and now, after 32 years have
elapsed, he returns to visit the scenes of
his early manhood.

"The St. Paul of 1861 has vanished,"
said Mr. Lovell to a Pioneer Press re-
porter. "I can find very few old land
marks. The only buildings familiar to
me are those old shanties below here on
Jackson street. When I left St. Paul
there was nothing below the Merchants.
Koffett's castle was then being built. I
left here in 1801 with a patty of St. Paul
people, crossed the plains of Dakota into
the rich hills of Montana I was one of
the first to explore the gold fields of that
state." Mr. Lovell has since been en-
,aged in mining, and is now en route to
hicago to look after a part of the mIn-

ing exhibit of the state which he helped
to found.

A SIEVIVAL OF OLD SHAPES.

Hats of 1830 Seen Again-Few Large Ones
Amnog Them-A ltaxlice Wihi Two

Uses.

It was inevitable that the sudden fan-
cy for the fashions of 1830 should pro-
duce a reaction in the millinery styles,
and an attempt be made to bring in bon-
nets of a larger size, more appropriate to
the new toilets than those already proe-
pared for the spring season. Whether
those new shapes are destined to be-
come really popular, however, is a ques-
tion which the future must decide. A
few weeks ago the introduction of bon-
nets with ears and curtains seemed
merely a passing vagary of fashion, but
the radical transformation brought
about in skirts may keep them some
time in vogue. So far, however, the en-
larged shapes are in a decided minority.
One of them covers the head down to.
the ears and has an open brim and is
worn sloping backward, so that the
crown incloses the coil of hair at the
back. Another is formed like a dimin-
utive night cap, and has a lace curtain
put on at the back.

The
little girl's hat above is of gathered rose-
colored surah, with bow of satin ribbon
to match, and strings of the same.

What used to be party colors are all
right for out-of-door dresses this sum-
mer. A very pretty costume is made f
a lovely, clear rose-pink silk, the skirt,
flaring as the accompanying sketch indi-
cates, and is distinctly a graceful cornm-
p umise between the clinging and the
spreading kinds. About the foot are two
little double ruffles of pink satin, the top
one finished under a cord and with bits
of satin bows at intervals. The bodice
is a round one. It has a yoke let in of
guipure lace, either over the silk or
showing the neck through. There is a
round collar of the silk and the bodice
around the yoke has a finish of the lace
and a pretty knotting of satin ribbon. A
broad bodice belt of satin is about the
waist, reaching half way to the bust-line
The sleeves have big puffs extending
nearly to the elbow, and from under
them comes a smooth-fitting sleeve.

Such a dress is worn with a cream
straw or chip hat, trimmed with pink
and cream shaded ribbon, and a tuft or
so of pink aigrettes. Bronze low shoes
and bronze and pink stockings would be
consistent. The skirt just barely es-
capes the ground. I wonder if you have
guessed the secret of this gown, The
yoke comes out, so does the lower part
of each sleeve. And thereby the dress
is turned into a very dainty evening, re-
ception or dinner gown. If this possi-
bility in the model is to be taken ad-
vantage of, I would suggest cream-white
as the color for the dress; the fact that
the gown is a doubling one will be so
noticeahble then.
