
BRIGGS IS FIRED.
As He Would Not Recant He Was

Indefinitely Suspended From

the Ministry.

A Remarkable Ending to a Curious

Episode in Current Theo-
logical Life.

WVAsHIm•TON, June 1.-Having decided
by a vote of 383 to 116 that they had a
heretic on their hands in the person of
Dr. Briggs, the first thing for the Pres-
byterian general assembly to do when
it met this morning was to consider
what should be done with him. Ac-
cordingly a committee was appointed to
bring a verdict, and its members were
requested to get to work at once.

After a long seesion the committee
brought in this recommendation: "Sus-
pension from the ministry," and the as-
sembly adopted the report. During the
session of the committee a motion was
made by Dr. Stewart to adopt a resolu-
tion admonishing Dr. Briggs on his de-
livery of the inaugural and requesting
him to refrain from a further spread of
his teachings against which the church
has spoken.

It was suggested, however, by another
member that possibly the admonition
would be of no avail, and it was decided
that a subcommittee should wait upon
Dr. Briggs and ascertain what position
he would take in that case.

As had been expected from his
speeches they found that Dr. Briggs was
not disposed to take back or modify any-
thing which he had said. 'pon making
this report to the full committee it was
decided that the only other thing to do
was to suspend him from the further
practice of the office of a Presbyterian
minister, and this was agreed to by a
unanimous vote.

Dr. Brigas is suspended indefinitely
and can only b- reinstated on his recan-
tation of the natter in his speeches and
writings to which objection has been
made. It is iunlikely that he will ever do
that.

Prof Bri:,gs was not in his seat when
the closir. scene took place. All the
commisslnners who have given him their
support and counsel had gone with the
exception of Prof. Frances Brown, who
waited to hear the verdict anl then left
the church. Drs. Birch and Lamb,
members of the committee on prosecu-
tion, were also absent. Col. McCook be-
ing the only member in his seat. The
gallery pew, which had been occupied by
Mrs. IBriggs and her friends, was con-
spicuously vacant for the first time since
the assembly met.

Prlancess wlatle antertalaed Ia sumpta-
ous Style by the Morris Park

Association.
NEw YORK, June 1.-Princess Eulali-

went to the races today. She went as
one of the blood royal should go and was
entertained in sumptuous style at the
famous Morris Park track, which for
beauty of prospect, view of the course,
and luxurious club house, is not equal-
led in this country.

At 1:45 p. m. the princeess, prince,
Duke of Tamames, Marquisaa Arco Her-
moss, Secretary Jovar and Capt. Concha
of the Santa Maria, were driven to Mor-
ris park escorted by Commander Davis,
Gen. Porter, Gen. Warnum, Messrs.
Howard Carroll. and James W. Tappin,
of the committee. The drive was
through Central park, Seventh avenue
and St. Nicholas avenue to Washington
bridge, where the Harlem was crossed;
and out through the shady, winding
drives of West Chester to Morris park.
It was 3:20 p. m. when the carriages en-
tered the gates and drew up before the
club house. President Forbes of the
racing association met the princess at
the carriage and giving her his arm, led
the way through the club house to the
grand stand. The large space usually
occupied by reporters had been trans-
formed into a state box. Spanish and
American lags swung overhead and the
railings were hidden by masses of flow-
ers. The front box was complktely cov-
ered with flowers and the steps leading
down to the ground were also profusely
decorated. Upholstered chairs had been
placed in the box for the infanta and
marquees, and wicker chairs for others
of the party.

Ladies and gentlemen on the balco.
nies of the club house and on the grand
stand rose and watched the royal party
enter the state box. Sporting men de-
serted the betting ring, where they were
placing their money on the third race,
which was about to be called, and, sug-
ing into the space in front of the roya
party, stared at the first live princess
they had ever seen as though she were
a remarkable curiosity. People on the
grand stand ciapped their hands as the
princess took her seat, and one loud-
voiced chap shbouted: "Hooray for the
princess!" and the crowd yelled and
threw their hats into the air.

This was the noisiest reception the
princess has had in the city. It did not
disconcert her in the least. The next
race on the programme was the Tobog-
gan Slide handicap for all ages, thirteen
horses entering. Howard Carroll gave
her a tip on St. Floraine and she placed1•0 on the horse at odds of 3 to 1. The
princess at the finish asked where St.
l'loraine was. lie came in seventh.
The party then went to the club house,
where an elaborate luncheon had been
prepared. The princess seemed In
jolly good humor and afler coffee
had been handed round and the men lit
cigars while she lighted a cigarette and
puflfed away in a most nonchalant man-
ter.

.NEIHART EXPLOSION
The Powder House and Other Build-

Ings at the Galt Mine
Wrecked.

Loss of Life Averted by the Presence

of Mind of Foreman
Nelson.

NEIHART, June 2.-[Special to THE
TI TRmnE.]-At 10:30 this morning there
was a terrific explosion at the Galt mine-
The assay office took fire from the tank
of gasoline used in the furnaces and soon
the flames were communicated to the
ore house near by in which a quantity of
powder was stored. The result was a
terrific explosion which wrecked the
powder house and other buildings at the
mine. The concussion was so great as
to break several windows in town. As
soon as the fire was discovered Foreman
Nelson ordered the men to seek safety,
and went himself to the mouth of the
tunnel to warn those working inside.
Thus loss of life was averted. The com-
pany will resume operations as soon as
the damage is repaired. Loss, $1,500.

WAsHINmTON, June 2.-The public
debt statement issued today shows a
net increase of 8739,425 during the
month of May. Of this $657,175.50 was
in the amount of bonded indebtedness
of the government and 882,250.49 in in-
crease of cash in the treasury. The in-
terest bearing debt increased $300,000;
the debt on which interest has ceased
since maturity decreased $37,480, and
the debt bearing no interest 010,0695.50.
The aggregate interest and non-interest
bearing debt May 31 was 8$961,750,888.613.
On April 30 it was #902,407,704. Certifi-
cates and treasury notes offset by an
equal amount of cash in the treasury
outstanding at the end of the month
was 8594,531,017. an increase of 81,40•,-
004. Total cash in the treasury ,as
$754,122,984.47. Gold reserve$95,480,640,
and net cash balance $26,576,514.30. In
the month there was a decreasee of 8,-
764,749.32 in gold coin and bare, the to-
tal at close being 8190,518,6009.76. Of
silver there was an increase of 85,173,-
874.48. Of the surplus there was in
National bank depositories $11,649,142.-
54, against 811.210,tN;.1(; at the end of
the previous month.

WAsniltaurox, June 2.-The depart-
ment of state has been informed that
the leaders of the Honduras revolution
have all left the country except (Gen.
Terencio Sierra who, with a band of
about 150 men, is still in the department
of Pariso, near the Nicaraguan border.
Some of the leaders are in Nicaragua
and Guatemala. Unless some new and
unexpected developments happen, the
present revolution in Honduras is at an
end. All departments are now in the
hands of the government and mail and
telegraphic communication are being re-
established as rapidly as possible. The
constitution of the government at the
capital has not changed.

Gold has gone
out again in large amounts, exports for
the week being about 85,000,000, and
the treasury gold reserve has been drawn
down to about 890,000,000 In nearly
all departments of trade uncertainty
about the future has a depressing in-
fluence, which is now clearly perceived
in the decrease of now business, and
while most manufacturing works are
now employed on full orders, as these
run out the number of works closed will
increase.

The Far Famed Sultan of Johore
Intends to Pay a Visit to

NEW YORK, June 2.-Infanta Eulalil
having expressed a desire to show her
appreciation of the mdny entertain-
ments arranged for her by the recep-
tion committee of twenty prominent
citizens who represented the city during
the festivities of the past week, the Dol-
phin was placed at her disposal and
members of the committee and their
wives were her guests for a day's outing.
The princess is fond of excursions on
water and the salutes of warships is mu-
sic in her ears. Today s trip was there-
tore a particularly enjoyable one for her.
The president's yacht with its gorgious
furnishings was in excellent trim and the
men of war spoke their loudest in honor
of the nation's fair guest. The royal
party started from the Savoy at 10 o'clock
On the Dolphin, lying out in the stream,
about thirty guests had already assem-
bled, When the barge, with the flag
of the princess at the fore, glided
out from the wharf, the Infanta Isa-
bella manned her yards and saluted
with 21 guns. The Dolphin followed
with her rapid firing Hotchkissee guns.
The princess went up a carpeted gang-
way and stood on the aft deck of the
Dolphin. The United States men-of-
war Newark and Miantonomah, and the
Brazilian Aquidaban fired national sa-
lutee. The Dolphin proceeded down
the bay and gave the royal party a good
view of the statue of Liberty. Then up
East river to the islands upon which the
city hospitals, almshouse. penitentiary
and insane asylums are located. Passing
Governor's island, old Castle William
saluted, and when opposite theBrooklyn
navy yard the Philadelphia and a half
dozen other United States ships saluted
at the same time. Then the Dolphin
went through Hell Gate and took a long
run into Long Island sound. A
very pretty luncheon was served
on board, the princess and suite
sitting at the table in the center and the
others of the party at small tables
around the center one. The Dolphin re-
turned to the city along the north shore
of the sound and arrived in the East
river at Twenty-sixth street 4 o'clock. A
barge was lowered and the guns of the
Dolphin saluted as the princese left the
ship. Carriages awaited the party and
the princess . s driven back tothe~ avoy.
To members of the committee she ex-
pressed herself as delighted with the
trip. She remained in her apartments
this evening. The programme of enter.
