AN IMPORTANT LAW.

Rullrounl Property Cannot Be Meddled
with by Everybody.

Coxeyites and all others who contem.
plate capturing trains and running them
as they please or committing other dep-
redations upon railroad property should
carefully read the following from the
statutes of Montana:

"Section 1. That any person or per-
sons who shall hereafter willfully and
maliciously break, tear up, derail ob-
struct, or in any manner interfere with
any railroad track in this territory being
operated for the transportation of freight
or passenger, or who shall cut, burn,
damage or destroy any bridge, trestle,
or culvert upon the line of such railroad
shall be deemed guilty of a felony, and
upon conviction thereof shall be pun-
ishod by imirisonment in the peniten.
tiery for a term of not less than five
year, which punishment may be ex-tended for life.

"Section 2. That any person or per-
sons who shall hereafter willfully and
maliciously break, tear up, derail,
obstruct, or in any manner interfere with
any railway track or switch or any
other part or appliance of any oper-
rated rahoad and used in the operation
thereof in this territory, and by reason
thereof shall cause the death of any per-
son whatsoever, shall be deemed guilty
of murder in the first degree, and shall,I upon conviction thereof, be punished by
t death, as provided in other cases of

murder in the first degree by the laws
of this territory."

This is nowadays an
error. There is no spot in Venice which
eannot be reached by dry land. There
are now in the city 850 to 400 bridges,
and it is possible to cross the canals on
foot at almost any point. Those who do
not wish to do this can get in a steam-
boat and go from one end of the Grand
eanal to the other. There are frequent
statioans, the boats run every four min-
utes, and the fare is only 2 cents.

The goodola thus has been nearly
driven out of business. The residents of
the oity go about on foot or on steam.
boat. They have no time to be lasily
rowed from place to place by a gondo-
lier. It has come about, therefore, that
there are much fewer gondolas in the
servioe than formerly, and what there
ae have less to do. Their chief oocupa-
tion is to transport visitors who have
only a few days to stay, and who wish
to tell their friends when they go home
that they have ridden in a gondola
There is considerable business an moon-
light nights, but in daytime very few
boats are in use.

The gondolier is not the romantic per
seon that fancy paints him either. He is
a very ordinary Italian, a poorly clothed
beggar, who always wants more money
than his legitimate fare and talks about
his pour boire or extra drink money dur-
ing the entire ride.-Philadelphia Tele-
graph.
