arid land to the statee by the govern-
meat; the control and superviseon, the
proper apportionment and taxation of
the water within the state, those flowing
Into the state from other states or the
British posseselon, or from this state
into them.

"It is particularly dsesire that this
te hew a large and enthusiastic re-

oepia at Denver, and that a greater In-
teg. in this subject, of so great im-
poertee to it, should be taken by its
citieaes The following persons are en-
titled to metes in the coming congrese:
"L Each member of a state com-

mission and each member of the national
executive committee shall be ex-officio

U The governor of the state shall ap-
point two delegatee at large and as many
addtional delist u the state hbee
a dietrictl.
O• One member from the difer-

ent societies of irrigation, irrigation en-
giners, qagricultural, horticultural,
chambers of commerce, boarde of trade,
and the mayor of each incorporated city.

"Delegate should be chosen who will
be sure to atted the congress and should
be appoated at ese as the time is now

The minutes of the special meeting of
July 28 being read Trustee Gockutetter
objected to their approval for the reason
of a resolution which was passed at that
meeting and incorporated in the minutes
authorizing C. W. Pomeroy to receive
the $80,000 bonds personally at Chicago
if released. He disolaimed any person.
ality in the matter, but he was of the
opinion that the bonds ought to be trans-
frred from the bank now holding them
to another bank, subject to the order of
the board. He made this objection on
behalf of the constituents who had
elected him. He therefore moved an
amendment to the minutes that it OW.
Pomeroy succeeds in releasing the bonds
now in posseesion of the Merchants Ex-
change National bank, that they be
placed in the National Bank of the Re-
public at Chicago, subject to the order
of the school board. There being no
second the amendment was lost.

The question then came up regarding
the school tax levy, and the clerk stated
that the commiioners had informed
him the school tax would probably be
3 mills, and application had been made
to them for an additional special school
tar of 2 mills, which as yet had not been
acted upon. It was then moved and
seconded that the minutes be adopted
as read, whlch was carried, Gockstetter
votCly in the negative.

FOR RICH STUDENTS ONLY.

1Prsely luarters at Yale, With the Rest
Rates For the New Year.

In the list of rentals in the Yale dor-
mitories no change has been made in
the rooms that have been occupied, but
students have been watching to see at
what prices the accommodations in the
new buildings-Vanderbilt, White and
Berkeley-would be placed. Durfee has
been considered the rich man's dormito-
ry, but Vanderbilt appears destined to
take that distinction immediately.

Berkeley will be a cheaper priced dor-
mitory, as its 40 rooms bring an av-
erage of $9.87 per week, with the high-
est priced ones, of which there are four,
at $5.50 a week. White will average
$4.11 per week for its 52 rooms, but it
has eight at $1 per week each, from
which the price rises to one at $10.

The cheapest room in Vanderbilt will
be rented at $4.50 a week without board.
From that the prices rise to $10 a week
each for 10 rooms, an average of $8.15
per week for the 86 rooms in that build-
ing. In each case the cost will be divid-
ed between two students who occupy
the same suit. The university will re-
ceive $19,850 from Vanderbilt hall,
$9,120 from White and $8,420 from
Berkeley for each college year week.

The net return from Vanderbilt hall
will probably be greater than those of
any other college dormitory in the coun-
try, but it is stated strongly that the
net proceeds will not exceed 1 per
cent of the cost of the building and
land. Many people are wondering why,
In view of the fact that the Vanderbilt
is evidently to be a rich man's home,
the corporation did not place the rent-als higher, to get a greater return from

the building. The rooms would all havebeen taken at whatever prices were
placed upon them, and the corporation
could obtain a large revenue from thisbuilding.-New Haven Palladium.

Lemoms I summer.,
In hot weather a lemon sherbet orwater ice is refreshing and wholesome.The juice of mn orange is a great addi-

tion to this ice, and the proportions may
be varied. Four large, juicy lemons
make quite a quantity when an orange
is used. Peel the yellow rind of the lem-
ms very thin, and from the orange also,
and put to boil in a porcelain saucepan,

with 1 pounds of sugar and a quartof water. Boil five minutes and set
away to cool. When cold, strain into
the lemon and orange Juloe. Strain the

Dr. Halman is the well known kinder-
garten authority, and it was his promi
nene as an educator that led to his ap-
pointment about eight months go to
the poeltion that he now oooupies. Al-
rdy the department has bean to feul

the god oeffect of having a scentifa ed-
ucator at its head, who does his work on
educational, not on pohtloal, lines.

In a masterly ddress on Wednesday
mornlng Dr. Hailmann deprecated thepetty jealousy too often vailling be.
tweon the diterent grades of Indian
schools. The day school should be the
teeder for the reservation sohool and the
reservation school for the non-rmrva.
tion. The day school again forms a
link between the Indian schools and the
public bchool system of the country. Asrpidiy s may be feasible, the systemof exludsive Indian eduocation must be
broken up and the Indian children
transferred to the publio sohools of thecountry. This is necessary to the
desideratum which all oompetent per-
sons acknowledge of breaking up rer.
vations and camp fires and merging the
Indians in the common citizenship of
the country.

The institute whiobh ends today will
have the effect of unlfyin the methods
of Indian educstion and will do muohtoplaca the system on a sound peda.gogtc buie.

Sesides the discussion and papers,there were exhibitions of the variouskinds of work done by the pupils of
Fort Shaw, and it was the opinion of
those present that both in the product
of manual skill and in the exhibition ofmental capaolty, these Indian boys and
girls will rank up to the average of white

children.
