Among visitors in town yesterday 
were Messrs. Stoddard and Sumner, 
partners, who are engaged in farming 
and stock-grow ing on F lathead creek 
a t the  head of Shield’s river. From  
Mr. Sumner we learn th a t F lathead 
valley is no\v occupied by as many as 
lift y prosperous se ttlers . Some months 
ago they sen t in a petition for a post- 
office on the L ivingston and W hite 
Sulphur Springs route to be called 
F lathead . The petition was signed by 
over eigiity persons whom th e  office 
would have benefited, bu t for some in ­
explicable reason the departm ent has 
entirely disregarded it so far. I t  
should certainly he granted as its es 
tablisiim ent would involve no ex tra  
expense to th e  service and is urgently 
needed. The nearest offices a t present 
are Livingston, W hite Sulphur Springs 
or Bozeman, 40 i«> 60 miles away. The 
F lathead settlers also wish to have a 
precinct organization of th e ir  own. 
Thev particularly  wish the appoint 
ment o f a road supervisor who will 
see to it th a t the road tax of th a t d is ­
tr ic t is expended in labor for the im 
provem ent of the ir own roads. They 
are also a  g reat distance away from 
any polling place—so far th a t many of 
the  se ttlers will forego th e ir  fraan- 
cliise ra ther than spend two days in 
ex tre iing  it. The board of county 
commissioners will doubtless adjust 
these difficulties as soon as called up­
on to do so. F lathead valley is one.ot 
the most prosperous settlem ents in the 
county.

M itchell, 
who brutally murdered Frank Burton 
a t LaCrosse, Wis.. and was afterw ard 
lynched, was well known a t W alla 
Walla. W. T. He was a perfect te rro r 
tc th a t country, defying the law and 
the officers. He was considered most 
desperate, and was constantly quarrel 
ing and fighting. •‘.Scotty”  was won­
derfully skillful in the  use «»f all kinds 
of fire arm s. Aided by two confed- 
erates he engaged for some tim e in 
wholesale horse stealing, bu t finally 
ran to California ami escaped the vigi­
lantes. The au thorities compelled the 
ruffian to leave th a t state . He then 
went to Montana, where he shot and 
killed his m istress. H e was sentenced 
to the penitentiary, bu t made bis es­
cape and was recaptured. Subsequent­
ly he was pardoned and w ent to Wis­
consin.

Helena Herald: Will Flowerree re­
turned this morning from a six weeks’ ab­
sence to tiie Yellowstone country, where 
lie had been assisting in he shipment of 
about 1,000 head of beeves from the 
Flowerree herd. These animals represent 
a value on the range of between $45,000 
and $50.000. He reports that cattle in 
that section are not in tire best order this 
year, on account of the poor pasturage, 
due to the slight rainfall early this season. 
The Flowerree her:! consists of about 10,- 
000 head. The number of beeves is 
hardly up to the usual percentage—»the 
shortage being «lue to the poor.pasturage.

R a m b l i n g  R e d s .

I t  is reported th a t the Ind ians are 
som ewhat troublesome on Canyon 
creek, near Helena, where there are 
two lodges, and on the L ittle  Black- 
foot where there are ten lodges camp­
ed Several o ther lodges are also 
encamped in those regions.

powerful influences are a t work in var 
ions channels to complete th is nefari 
ous plot. Members of th is syndicate, 
powerful in political influence, and 
skilled in bringing pressure to bear 
where it will do the most good, are 
exerting  them selves to induce the 
powers th a t he to look favorably on 
the ir laud gr.ihhing game. On the 
reservation, money is being freely 
spent among squaw men, and others 
possessing influence over the tribe, to 
aid in securing the consent of the  
Crows to the foase. To fu rthe r th is 
purpose no means are left untried. 
The Crows are being deceive«! by 
skillfully devised falsehoods to look 
fav«»rably on the proposed lease, while 
the ir minds are b< ing influenced 
against consenting to any portion of 
the  reservation being thrown open for 

se ttlem en t.”
