NEWS OF THE WEEK

Western Pennsylvania is suffering from
floods.

Ezra Baird has heen nominated marshal
of Idaho.

If there are no vetoes congress will ad-
journ by Monday.

Connecticut courts have declaied boy-
cotting a crime.

During the yzar 3,462 postoffices have
been established and 22,747 appointments
made.

Marquis Salisbury has been appointed
prime mnister of England by Queen
Victoria.

Hubert O. Thompson, the well-known
New York politician, was found dead in
his bed on Monday. .

The Wisconsin Central road has com-
menced running through trains between
St. Paul and Chicago.

The theater at Tinnevelly, British India,
has been destroyed by fire; one hundred
Hindoous were killed and many wounded.

The issue of the standard silver dollars
from the mints during the week ended
July 24 was $487,849; cotresponding per-
iod of last year $386,995.

The president declines to pardon, Wil
liam Watts, the captian of a Maine vessel
undergoing imprisonment at San Francis-
co for ill-treating his crew.

It has transpired that Rev. W. Sherman,
a young Catholic priest, Brooklyn, voilated
his oath of celibacy o month ago, by mar-
rying Miss Matilda McCoy.

Fred Winkleman, a yovng druggist of
Cincinnati, has been arrested on suspicion
of having caused his bride’s death by an
attempt to procure an abortion.

P. H. Kelly, of St. Paul, Minnesota’s
Democratic chieftan, arrived at New
York Sunday from Europe. An inter-
view represents him as very tired of poli-
tics. )

Police OfficerWalter Israel, of Detroit,
Mich., was fatally stabbed by a Polish
laborer named Spynjac, who had been
abusing his wife when the officer inter-
fered.

The senate committee on the surplus
resolution have adopted a new proposition
that the secretary of the treasury may re-
deem bonds in monthly installments of
10,000,000, until the surplus is reduced
to $110,000,000.

In Comanche county, Tex., a mob
hanged a negro boy who outraged and
murdered Mrs. Stephens. The mob was
bent on burning him, but the mother of
the murdered woman pleaded for a less
barbarous punishment.

The low clement of Amsterdam, Bel-
gium, have a game of killing ells on Sun-
day. The police prohibited the degrad-
ing pastime and the prohibited revolted.
Itis reported that numbers were killed.
Eighteen policemen were wounded.

It is stated that the Union .Pacific has
purchased the Oregon Railway & Naviga-
tion company’s plant at Portland. If the
rumor is verified it will create something
of a sensation in railway circles, as the
Northern Pacific depends upon its running
arrangement with the Oregon Navigation
to get from Wallula to Portland.

On Saturday the bark Besse, F. B.
Gibbs, captain, was lost on the Columbia
river bar, near Astoria. The vessel was
approaching the city at 8 p. m., with her
pilot signal flying, but came too near and
grounded on the middle bar, and is now
a total wreck. The crew was all
saved. The loss was heavy but well
covered by insurance. The vessel was
owned by W. N. Besse, of New Bedford,
Massachusetts.

The house on Tuesday passed the
Northern Pacific forfeiture bill. The bill
seems to have little effect upon the
officials of that road. They say the sen-
ate will not concur in the bill, and it is
practically a new bill, but in such shape
as to make a great showing and accom-
plish nothing. The sweeping forfeiture
takes in all the land wast of the Missonri
river, and it is just for that reason the
scnate will pay no attentiou to it.

In the case of Crawford against Craw-
ford and Dilke in the London courts, the
jury decided after an absence of twenty
minutes that Mr. Crawford was entitled to
a divorce from his wife onthe charge of
adultery with Sir Charles Dilke, as de-
cided nisi by Justice Sir Charles Butt,
February 12, last. A rehearing at the
tervention of the gueen’s proctor for the
purpose of ascertaining whether the de-
cree nisi should not be set aside on the
ground of collision between Mr. and Mrs.
Crawford, or on new evidence invalidat-
ing the wife’s confession. No more
shocking outrage upon the obligations of
friendship, the precepts of morality, the
primary ‘instincts of decency, or -the
sanctity of family ties were ever dragged
before a disgusted community.

Mr. Gillfillan, of Minnesota, made an
elaborate speech upon the Northern Pa-
cific forfeiture Lills on Tuesday. It is
generally conceded that it was the strong-
est and clearest exposition of facts that
had yet been laid before the house. It
had the effect of compelling the house to
use its brains,” said a western member:
“and when it comes to its senses it will
be in a better posttion to do these land
grant roads justice, and not till then. The
declaration of labor unions in favor of for-
feiture, and the wild demands of plat-
forms of state conventions of both parties,
have frightened congressmen until they
have lost their heads. There has been a
wild demagogue stampede that has swept
aside reasonm, logic and and all sense of
justice. Mr. Gilfillan’s speech did much
to allay this panicky feeling.”

The Mexican troubles have assumed a
most suspicious attitude. The excitement
on both sides of the river,.among Mexi-
cans as well as Americans, bas been so
great that both governments have con-
cluded, for the purpose of allowing it, to
conduct further negotiations secretly and
without publicity. Editor Cutting is
still in jail and is guarded zealously by
Mexican soldiers who are thick as black
birds about Paso del Norte. The Mexi-
cans are busy at some kind of work in
the rear of the barracks. They deny that
they are at work on fortifications or en-
trenchments, but refuse to state what they

t to be made at this office.

are doing. The attitude of the Mexican

authorities shows very clearly that they
do not intend to give Cutting up under
any circumstance. They say that Cut-
ting was guilty of deliberate and flagrant
contempt of the Mexican court and the
offense was committed on Mexican soil,
coming under the Mexican laws.

Fully 2,000 sympathizers of the eight
anarchists being tried before the court at
Chicago assembled inWest 12th street Tur-
ner hall Monday night. Captain O'Con-
nelly was present, and had about forty uni
formed policemen scattered inside and out-
side the hall, besides many detectives in
citizens clothes, but the meeting was peace-
able and the working regular. Resolu-
tions were passed that the press had since
the 4th of May absolutely clamored for
the doom of the eight anarchist on trial,
though they have not yet failed in their
defense. The resolutions further charged
that the press has not fairly and fully pub-
lished the evidence thus far produced in
the trial, particularly cross-examinations
of the witnesses called by the prosecution.
In conclusion they rcommend the organ-
ized workers of Chicago to follow inthe
footsteps of the Central Labor Union of
New York, which is entering the arena of
political action for the purpose of counter-
acting repressive legislation.

A sensation was caused at Troy, Ohio,
by the revenge a wronged wife took upon
her husband’s mash. Her name was Ida
Hamilton, a lady of refinement who had
been betrayed by a highly respectable
gentlemen, Mr. Sullivan. He was in the
habit of visiting her at her rooms, and his
wife had spies on the look out. One eve-
ning he was noticed to go in and his wife
and son and two others forced their way
into her rocm where Miss Hamilton and
her betrayer were in bed. They had a
pot of liquid tar which they poured over
the wanton girl's golden tresses.
There was creosote and turpentine in the
tar and it running down her face got into
her eyes causing her the most intcnse
agony. Her screams attracted the at-
tention of neighbors who went to her as-
sistance, her maltreaters and betrayer in
the meantime escaping. The tar could
not be taken from her beautiful hair and
it had to be cut off. The poisonous sub-
stance got into her system causing her to
vomit a substance resembling tar. Sym-
pathy is with her and against the man
who was the cause of her downfall. She
is in a precarious condition and her per-
secutors will be prosecuted.

Lewiston, (Idahv), special: News has
been received here of the capture at
Mount Dillon of Henry Lane, the mur-
derer of James Sullivan. Lane admits
his identity, and has signified his willing-
ness to Sheriff Falkington, his captor, to
return to Dillon, Montana, near where his
crime was committed.

Physicians who embalmed the body of
Henderson, shot at Butte Friday by
Moore, discovered that his heart was lit-
erally torn to pieces by the buckshot.
Notwithstanding this he walked about
twenty-five feet after being shot. It is
regarded by doctors as a wonderful case,
considering the circumstances.

When Col. Searles was at the helm of
the Butte Daily Miner a well-known St.
Paul journalist applied for a position on
the paper. He was told that a young
Presbyterian divine was doing the local
work, but objected to writing up the fre-
quent “mills” that occurred on Sunday
among the Butteites. The 8t. Paul man
was offered the clergyman’s place, but
upon sizing up the pugilistic inhabitants
he decided that Butte was not a healthy
place to settle in, and, packing his grip,
returned to Minnesota.-—Pioneer Press.

The Miles City Dressed Meat com-
pany has about thirty men at work re-
building their slaughtering and refrigerat-
mg establishments which were burned
some time since. " The company expects
to commence slaughtering on a large scale
about the first of September.——Stock-
growers Journal.

Billings Gazette: Major Maginnis says
the rival interests to the railway bill sent
a New York administration editor and a
Boston philanthrophist to the President
and they loaded him with Indian senti-
ment. Granville Stnart ought to go down
to Washington and load him with his In-
diun sentiments, which, by the way, are
sentiments that command the reason of
every well informed western man.

A terrible storm struck Fort Assina-
boine Monday, the gale reaching a ve-
locity of seventy-two miles an hour. The
large quartermaster store yielded to the
fury of the element. The stock was
widely scattered, and exclusive of the
salvage on material in the building and
the stock the loss will reach $5,000.
Other buildings were but slightly dam-
aged.

A band of Cheyennes fired grass on the
ranges in the vicinity of the Rosebud, mak-
ing a wholesale destruction of it, giving as
the reason for so doing that they wanted
good grass next spring. The fire extend-
ed entirely through the divide between
the Roscbud and the Tongue rivers, and
ruined a majority of the pine timber
throughout all that region, known as the
old “*Diamond R.” logging camps. Cattle
are nearly starving.

A literary club has been organized at
Butte with the name of the “Red Ribbon
Club.” It meets every Friday evening.
One of the members has written a play
in which a giant swallows ten children.
1t was considered quite a success off the
stage by all who read the play, but it is
nevertheless a failure. It was found out
at a late hour in the game that the so-
ciety had no cannibal with digestive
organs ample for the consumption of such
a large quantity of humanity.

First-Lieutenant William H. Moore, of
the fifteenth infantry, died at Fort Assina-
boine on Saturday. He was last seen
alive about 1 o’clock in the morning and
was apparently in usual health. At
about 8 o'clock he was found sitting in
a chair in his room in the officers’ quar-
ters, dead. Itis not definitely known to
what cause his death is attributed, and
opinion is divided between heart discase
and an overdose of a poisonous drug taken
as medicine. His father 1s in Chicago
and was advised of the sad fate of Ins son
by telegram.

Nelson Story, the Bozeman banker,
miller and stockgrower of the great Gal-
latin, was interviewed by the Independent
as to the great industries in which he i+
interested. He said that money was easy
in his section, that the stock Dusiness was
fairly prosperous, that there will be a
shortage of wheat in the Gallatin and
throughout the territory, falling far short
of supplying the home demand. He has
at his mill some 20.000 bushels of wheat
yet to be milled. Last year he had ship
ped some flower to Duluth and Chicago.
but this year thought he would find a
home market for all the products of his
mill.

An old man was discovered digging in
the flat beyond Meaderville, two mile:
east of Butte, and as there are no mines
in that vicinity, several inquisitive persons
went out to see what he was digging for
and found him gatkering up gold nuggets
from the bottom of a six-foot hole. When
done he had acigar box almost full, worth
several thousand dollars. The old man
explained that he had buried the gold
there about twenty years ago and had
been out of the territory ever since. He
did not make known his identity, hut he
is supposed to be one of the early day
road agents and that is his share of some
treasure box capture.

L. Frendenstein's residence on West
Galena street, Butte, near the Catholic
church, was struck by lightning about
noon on Saturday and Mrs. Frendenstein
badly hurt. She was on the porch at the
time, scrubbing the floor. The lightning
struck the chimney, tore off a portion of
the shingles on the roof, passed down
into the parlor, tearing off the plastering
and breaking the turniture and bric-a-
brac, thence passed on to the porch,
where the woman was, the wet floor act-
ing as a good conductor. © Mrs. Frenden-
stein was knocked senseless. Her shoes
were ripped and torn off by the lightning
and her limbs paralyzed. She is black
and blue below the waist. Four child-
ren in the kitchen and a lady in the other
part of the house were stunned by the
shock, but not seriously hurt.

Ed. Gleason, who was arrested a short
time ago near Helena, for stealing Dr.
Monroe’s horse, had his preliminary hear-
ing Tuesday at Bozeman, and in view of
the lack of evidence for the defense, he
was bound over to await the action of the
grand jury. Gleason is a straightforward
young man, who, not long ago, worked for
Vreeland. On leaving his employ he
took a horse for his wages. Then he
came to Bozeman and entered the employ
of D. W. Hoyt. A short time afterward
he sold his horse to James Ponsford of
Bozeman, Monroe claiming the horse.
Ponsford brought suit and when his case
came up every attorney was engaged.
Gleason accordingly could not obtain
counsel. The citizens of Bozeman are
very much worked up over the matter.
They say that Gleason is innocent and
that the horse was sold to him in a bona
fide manner.

The Case Dismissed.

The examination of Michael J. Hea-
ley, timber agent, who was arrested not
long ago at Bozeman, on a charge sworn
to by Mr. Mathews, a mill man, charg-
ing Healey with malicious prosecution,
took place at Bozeman Monday. After
a short consultation among the attor-
neys the case was compromised, Healey
agreeing to release the lumber of the
Bozeman company and the prosecution
agreeing on their part to withdraw their
complaint. The conclusion of the case
was that the suit was dismissed. The
fact that new lumber regulations are
soon to be issued by the department,
under direction of Secretary Lamar

himself, simplified the case, asthat may

change the whole tenor of the instruc-

tions to agents, and may obviate any

further embarrassmeut in the matter.
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Struck by Lightning.

On Friday last Mr. Charles Gliddon,
of Emigrant Guleh, was a victim to a cir-
cumstance which nearly resulted in his
withdrawal from the hum and drum of
this busy life. It was raining and hlow-
ing hard and an occasional clap of thunder
and a flash of lightning added charm to
the spectacle without.  Mr. Gliddon was
seated in his cabin during the performance
of the elements, when all at once light-
ning struck his residence. The reof is a
tin one and through this the lightning
went setting fire to the canvas lining of
the interior of the premises and blankets
on Mr. Gliddon's bunk. He was stunned
for an instant. The fecling he experi-
enced was a strange one.  He was not un-
conscious of what had happened, but he
was like one when the blood refuses to
circulate. He was entranced and as soon
as he acquired the use of lis limbs and
body he tore things around and with the
assistance of some neighbors extinguished
the flames. Mr. Gliddon says that while
In @ semi-conscious state electric sparks
seemed to bubble from the floor of the
house, but probably this was visionary as
when one receives a shock of stunning
force, stars are plainly discernable.

Next to Mr. Gliddon’s house was Jim
Connell’s store in which was 150 pounds
of giant powder which would have been
suflicient to have carried destruction to
much property.

Drowned in the Yellowstone.

Considerable excitement was created on
Saturday last by the intelligence that
John Jones, who was employed in Mr.
Mortimer’s Dbrick yard, was drowned.
Though it was not exactly known whether
the waters of the Yellowstone claimed
him as a victim, such was conceded as
evidence pointed that way. On Friday
morning six horses belonging to Mr.
Mortimer escaped from the yard and
abbut noon Mr. Jones got a horse at
Johnson's livery stable to go and look for
them. That was the last heard of him.
On Saturday morning the horse which he
tovk away was brought to town by a
ranchman who lives at the mouth of
Shield’s river, and who stated that he
found the animal with wet saddle and
blanket and riderless near his home on
Friday evening about 4 o'cleck. Mr.
Mortimer was at once advised and secur-
ing two horses he and another man em-
ployed by him, started down the Yellow-
stone to find John Jones dead or alive.
They discovered where the horse went
into the Yellowstone but could not see
where it came out. This was at a point
between Shield's river and Benson's land-
ing, about four miles from town. Noth-
ing else could be learned.  On Sunday
Mr. Mortimer and a half a dozen others
went out again, thinking that Jones had
probably been thrown from the horse and
was lying wounded among the hills.
[hey hunted all day but found no trace
of the person they were looking after. It
is now believed that he was drowned and
that his body was carried down the river.
Ranchmen have bLeen notified to keep a
look out and if nothing is heard by the
end of this week Mr. Mortimer will have
some men go down the river in a boat.
John Jones was an Enghishman by birth,
coming to this country some years ago.
He was thirty-three years of age. a bright
and intelhgent fellow, industrious and
very much liked. He was employed by
Mr. Mortimer as teamster, but they had
just made arrangements wherehy Mr.
Jones was to work Mr. Mortimer's ranch
next year.

The body of John Jones was found in
the river near Springdale on  Wednesday,
and on Thursday Mr. Johnson, whose
horse the deceased took away, went down
to identify the body as that of the man
who had got the horse from him, and
Justice Redfield went down to hold an
inquest, which resulted in a verdict of
death from drowning.

A Montana Man Nominated,

Thomas C. Bach, of Butte, received
the nomination on Wednesday as asso-
ciate justice of the supreme court of
Montana. Mr. Bach is a native of
Brooklyn, New York, where he was
born in 1853. When eight years of age
Mr. Bach moved with his parents to
New York City, where he made his
home, when not away at school, up to
three years ago. The foundation of his
education was laid at Tarrytown and
under the tuition of Rev. M. Sellick.
He subsequently entered Columbia col-
lege, where he graduated with hopors
in the class of 1876. Then he took a
two years course in the law department
of Columbia college, whence he also
graduated with great credit to himself
and to his class. Having laid this foun-
dation for his professional future, he
entered the office of Bates MecMasters,
Esq.,of New York city, and practiced
in the courts until 1883, when he came
to Montana and began the practice of
his profession at Helena. Iere he re-
mained until a year ago last February,
when he went to Butte and became a
partner with William H. DeWitt, form-
erly United States district attorney, and
with whom he is now associated as a
successful practitioner. Ile has no fam-
ily. His claims upon this high office
were endorsed by prominent members
of the bar, regardless of party.
