Ex-Judge David S. Terry was shot 
and killed by Deputy United States 
Marshal David Nagle, at the breakfast 
table in the dejiot hotel at Lathrop, Cal­
ifornia, Wednesday morning. The shoot­
ing was caused by an assault made by 
Terry upon Justice Field of the United 
States supreme court. Upon the ar­
rival of the southern overland train at 
Lathrop, United States Supreme Judge 
Stephen J. Fieid and Deputy Marshal 
David Nagle walked into the depot din­
ing room for breakfast and sat down 
side by side.

Governor W hite has granted August

tion at August 23rd, unless meantime 
his sentence shall tie commuted. 
1’hc governor's action was based on the 
ground that lie had not had sufficient 
time to thoroughly consider tlie petition 
recently presented to him for a com­
mutation of sentence.

He was taken to Butte, 
where an amputation was performed, 
but he died half an hour later. The 
other man, though badly injured, will 
recover.

That there 
would be a killing when they met was 
generally believed, owing to Terry’s rec­
ord. He came to California in 1849. In 
1856 he stabbed a member of the vigi­
lance committee and came near being 
strung up. In 1859 he killed Senator 
Broderick as the result of political dif­
ferences.
