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T H E  M O N T A N A  W O R L D ’S F A I R  B U I L D I N G .

T he snow and wind storm  w hich raged 
last week from W yom ing to  cen tral 
T exas was exceedingly severe upon live 
stock. In  so u th e rn  Colorado th e  loss to 
c a ttle  and sheep will be very g rea t and 
th ousands were frozen to death  in New 
Mexico and n o rth ern  Texas.

A te rrib le  explosion occurred  a t E ast 
Jo rd an , M ichigan, M onday. T h e  big 
mill of th e  E a s t Jo rd an  L u m b e r com ­
pany was to rn  to  atom s, seven men 
killed and several o th ers  fatally  in ju red  
by the  explosion of a boiler. T h e  mill 
had  been ru n n in g  b u t 10 m in u tes when 
th e  explosion oocurred. T h e  inside of 
th e  big bu ild ing  is a com plete wreck. T he 
men who were k illed o u tr ig h t o r died 
w ith in  a  few m inutes, are; A rb u tu s  
Cook, W ill Beach, Sim on Carney, J7 C.

Brown ail a re  in a  c ritica l condition. I t  
is im possible to  say w hat caused th e  ex ­
plosion. Pearson, th e  only m an in th e  
mill who cam e o u t u n h u rt, says i t  was 
probably  d u e  to  low w ater o r too m uch 
pressure, b u t  blam es no one for th e  acci­
dent.
