Cowardly Murder at Silver
ROBBERS KILL STATION AGENT

JOBST AND HIS FRIEND.

HELENA EXCITED---X. BEIDLER
ON THE TRAIL.

SPEEDY RETRIBUTION---THRILL-
ING ACCOUNT.

GOLD THE CAUSE OF THE DAS-
TARDLY DEED.

The Silver Murder.
HELENA, June 5. [Special to the LEAD-

En.--Not since the Moore tragedy on the
Benton road have the people of this conm-
munity been so shocked and horrified by
tidings from that direction as they were
this morning at 8 o'clock when the news
of a dastardly double murder at Silver
City was received. At that hour Sheriff
Jefferies got a dispatch announcing that
the operator at Silver City junction on
the Montana Central had been killed and
the station agent fatally wounded by un-
known parties. The sheriff at once de-
tailed under sheriff Walker and another
officer to proceed to the scene. Mean-
while Gen, Manager Shelby of the Mon-
tana Central ordered a special train got
ready to proceed to the scene of the mur-
der. This was soon prepared and pulled
out for Silver City, bearing the officers,
two physicians and press reporters. From
all accounts the robbers were hanging
around all day yesterday, one of them
carrying a Winchester rifle. They were
very inquisitive and asked all sorts of
questions about the railroad office, the
amount of money handled here, etc.

SIOT IN BED.

This morning at 7:30 a. m., as Agent
Jobst was about to arise, the two men
entered his bed room and, without warn-
ing of any kind, one of them leveled a
rifle at Jobst and shot him through the
head, the ball entering the left cheek.
Jobst fell back unconscious. Young
Burrell, who was spending the night
with Jobst, made his escape by jumping
through a window, carrying sash and all
with him. HIe ran towards the section
house to give the alarm, but he never
reached it. The assassin of Jobst shov-
ed his murderous rifle through the win-
dow and shot Burrell in the back just-as
he was about to enter the section house.
The boy, for he was only a youth, drop-
ped dead in his tracks. The robbers
then proceeded to go through the office
and broke open the money drawers where
they found only a few d(llars. All the
money in the agent's hands was in an ex-
press envelope ready for shipping by tihe
next train. This was left lying on the
ticket counter and the robbers missed it
probably not knowing what it contained.

TH5E MURDERtER SEEN.

Tile murderer of the operator was seen
by Mrs. Shears, who lives near by and
she at once gave the alarm. Then a sec-
tion hand, the only one on the premises,
being somewhat familiar with telegraph-
ing. went to the ticker in the office and
sent the first news of the affair to Helena.
The only money secured by the robbers
is what was taken from the till, not ex-
ceeding $20. The agent's remittance had
been sent in several express packages
which remained on the desk untouched,
as also the nail pouches.

Agent Jobst was shot under the right
eye with a Winchester rifle. Burrell was
shot in the back, the ball penetrating the
body. He died instantly. From the po-
sition of Jobst's body it appears that he
was shot before he was aware of the rob-
bers presence, looking like a man in
sound sleep.

Both murderers were killed in a coulee
about four miles east of Silver. One was
shot in six places and the other four
times. None of the posse were injured.
The second posse from Helena arrived
on the scene just after the murderers had
been killed. The murderers refused to
surrender and kept firing.

On arrival of the armed citizens in
command of Sheriff Jeffries it was learn-
ed that the murderers had fled to the foot
hills near Willow creek, and that under
Sheriff Walker, with a posse from Marys-
ville was now holding them in check
from entering the mountains.

While the train was pulling in to Sil-
ver some one in the party had observed
the smoke of a rifle shot in a northeast-
erly direction. Every horse team and
wagon were taken into requisition and in
fact had been held in readiness for the
well organized pursuit.

X. Beidler, who knows every foot of
ground in these hills, took charge of the
maneuvers. He directed the posse under
detective Walters to take a more southern
course and around the outlaying moun-
tains as he rightly believed the shot that
had been observed from the train to have
been a signal, Beidler bearing towards
the northwestern edge with his party. A
number of men on horseback took a di-
rect route to the summit of the foothills,
so every avenue of escape was cut off at
once, and it was but a question of finding
the murderers and their capture, dead or
alive was a certainty. They were soon
located in a small gulch where they had
covered themselves with sand and kept
up an incessant tire upon the officers and
their men. They were repeatedly called
upon to surrender, but refused to do so
and the outlaws found their punishmuent
in swift death. With a final charge the
posse closed in and firing rapidly killed
both the murderers. More than twenty
shots penetrated their bodies. They were
brought to Silver, where witnesses quick-
lv identitled them a., the suspidlious

strangers that had been loitering around
there since yesterday. The pistel of
Agent Jobst was also identified. It was
found in possession of the older one.
Both murderers appearedto be foreigners,
brothers, as there was a decided resemb-
lance noticeable.

The general supposition is that the
robbers expected to find in the depot the
monthly shipment of bullion from the
Jay Gould mine, If such is the case they
were very foolish robbers. The bullion
is in bars, weighing at least a hundred
pounds, and is sent in a steel safe with a
lock. Mr. Downs of the Jay Gould office
does not credit the rumors. He says that
any one at all conversant with the man-
ner in which the bullion Is shipped would
not think of trying to obtain possession
of it while in transit so securely is it
guarded.

The bodies of -thle g rderers were
placed in the Helena morgue this after-
noon. In a memorandum book found inl
one of the pockets of one of the murder-
ers is recorded the following names on
the fly leaf: "Julius Quade, J. Zecle
Quade, Robt. Quade." Among their ef-
fects found were a silver watch and chain,
a gold watch and chain and a pair of field
glasses, which are supposed to be the
property of Mrs. Newbury, in the valley,
her residence having been robbed it short
time ago of a gold watch and chain and a
field glass.

Johnsatown Jots.

JOHNSTOwN, June 5.-In the midst of
this scene of death and desolation a re-
lenting providence is exerting a subdu-
ing influence. The temperature is low in
the Conemaugh valley. Its benefit is es-
timable and should it continue a few day s
longer it is posssble that hundreds of
bodief may yet be recovered in such a
state of preservation as to render identifi-
cation possible. Many hundreds of the
victims. however, have been roaste 1 and
charred into shapeless masses. The work
of clearing up the wreck and recovering
the bodies is being conducted systemat.
ically. Over six thousand men are at
work in the valley. As the rubbish is
gone over and the bodies and articles of
value are recovered the debris is piled up
and the torch applied. In 24 hours more
every mass of rubbish will probably have
been searched and investigations be con-
fined to the smoking wreck above the
Johnstown bridge.

WVoo Growers want an Extra Session.

WAsuiNXTox, June 5.-The president
has received a letter from a committee of
the national wool growers association of
the United States, dated Columbus, Ohio,
urging the necessity for an extra session
of congress, to be convened at the ear-
liest practicable day for the purpose of
enacting necessary legislation in regard
to wool growing and other industries of
the country.

Fire Sin Jacksonville.

.JAtCKSONVIL.E, Fla., June 5-Sixty
buildings, mostly woodlen, covering five
blocks, were burned this morning. The
loss was $200,000. Tihe insurance is
small.

The Number Lost.

JOIIxsOTW N, June 5.--The best esti-
mates this morning on the loss of life
based on the registry of the living and an
unofficial poll is from 12,000 to 15,000.

Preparations are in progress for the
hospitable reception and entertainment
of the society, and a cordial and hearty
welcome may be depended upon from
the brethren and people of the sprightly
metropolis of Western Montana.

The meeting promises to be one of un-
usual interest to the Association above
and beyond the occasion which will wit-
ness the last assemblage of the "press
gang" of Montana in Territorial times.
