It is curious to observe the almost
painful minuteness and exactitude with
which Capt. Clarke of the Lewis and
Clarke expedition, gives the breadth and
hight of the different falls, in some
cases estimating quarters of an inch. It
is unnecessary to give the details of Capt.
Clarke's measqrements of the diferent
cataracts, for some of these have-been
modified by the wear and tear since the
year 1880 and by more recent estimate.
