-CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT

Senate Bill No. I.
An actentitled: "An act for the submission

:o the qualified electors of the State of Montana
if an amendment to Section 2 of Article IX of
he Constitution of the State of Montana relating
:n rigltts of suffrage and qualifications to holdattice."

1ue it enacted by the Legislative Asselmbly
of the State of Monstull;

Section .' That Section 2 of Article IX of the
?onstilution of the State of Montana be amended
snd that ti! question of stuch amendment bo: sub-

nitted to the qunlified electors of the State ofIton'ana at the next general election.

Section 2. That Section 2 of Article IX of the?onstltutiotn of the State of IMlontana, be. and the
snam: is hereby amended to rcad as follo;v,:

Section 2. Every pIerson of the aoe of twenty-
ne years or over, possessing the following quali-lications shall be entitled to vote at all general
elections and for all officers that now are, or here-

rfter may be, elective by the people and upon all

tuestions which may be submitted to the vote ofthe people: First, he shall be a citizen of the
United States: Second, he shall have residhed in
this State one year immediately !receedling theelection at which he offers to vote, and in the

town, county or precinct such time as may bepreseribe:l by law; provided, first, that no person
convicted of felony shall have the right to vote

unless he has been pardoned; Provided, second,
that nothing herein contained shall be construedto deprive any person of the right to vote who

has such right at the time of the adoption of thisConstitution: 'rovided, that after the expiration
of five years from the time of the adoption of this
Constitution, no person except citizens of the

United States shall have the right to vote.

Section 3. Separate ofllicial ballots shall be used Iat the general election to be held in November,

1914, which shall have printed thereon the words:
'For the amendment to the Constitution relating I
to rights of suffrage and qualifications to hold of-
fice," and the words: "Against the amendment
to the Constitution relating to rights of suf-
frage and qualifications to hold office," and the
elector shall designate his preference for either
of the propositions by marking an X before the
proposition desired.

Section 4. All acts and parts of acts in conflict
herewith are hereby repealed.

Section 5. This act shall take effect and be in
full force after its passage and approval.

Approved January 25, 1913.
Enacted by the Thirteenth Legislative Assem-

bly of the State of Montana and approved on the
twenty-fifth day of January, 1913.
