Growing Some Corn

Those who have doubted the
ability of the farmers of this
valley to raise corn are fast be-
ing forced to change their minds.
The past season, wholly unfavor-
able to corn growing; has seen
some excellent corn raised in all
parts of the valley. Earl D.
Covell brought in a sample Wed-
nesday from a 30-acre field in
Valleyview that compares most
favorably with the best corn dis-
played at the state fair. It should
produce between 40 and 50 bush-
els to the acre. Robert Bennett
of Leon, Jesse Swinehart, Dr. A.
K. Resner and others have small
fields that will produce 40 bushels
or better per acre. The experi-
ments made the past season are
sufficient to demonstaate that
corn can be profitably raised in
this valley and a number of
farmers are looking forward to
eating corn fed pork this winter.
