TIMISTIC VIEW OF FINAN-
CIAL SITUATION,

Salt Lake was visited yesterday by
n gentleman from Tonopah who
looks upon the present financial sit-
uation as one of the evanescen! an-
noyances of life, scarcely
fous than a rainstorm or a muoddy
road, He was Donald B. Gillies,
president of the Tonopah KExtension
company, and the Montgomery Sho-
shone company of Bullfrog.

“There will be no idle men at Ton-
opah or Bullfrog.,” said Mr. Gililes,
“We are running full foree and at
Bullirog we would be glad to put on
more men were it not that we are
now running to the capacity of oar
plant. At the Montgomery Shoshone
we started up late in Beptember and
all of our expectations have been sat-
isfied. We now have about 150 men
at work there and about 105 in Ton-
opah,

“There is no earthly reason why
Tonopah should be affected by the
finaneial conditions. We are taking
out just as much ore us ever—in fact
we are taking out more than ever.
A little tempest in Wall street can-
not change the gold in the hills to
earth, and as long as there is plenty
aof the right kind of ore in Tonopah
no sort of panic can reach ns.

“Iln my opinion there isn't much
of a paniec. Some of the banks have
closed as a matter of precaution, but
they will soon be open again and
people will forget to talk about the
financial situnation.”

“Our pay day is on the 10th of
each month.” said My, Glllies, “but
this month we paid the men on the
4th so as to get the money into cir-
culation while money seemed tight.
As we had the money on hand in
readiness to meet our payroll, it was
no inconvenience to us and may have
bean of some slight benefit to the
business men down our way. We
will continue to pay in gold as long
as there remains any vestige of this
go-called ‘financial situation.' "'—S8alt
Lake Herald.

Andrews, They got very near the
pure quill there, for the gold goes as
high as $125 a pound. Gold has
been taken out, some of which is as
big as the Joint of your thumb and
as heavy as a twenty dollar plece.
The lease which is on the Rogeberry
group has been bonded by Hayes and
Monnette for §50,000. The shaft ia
down fifty feet and they are going
after the big ledges, the croppings of
which appear on the sarface.

“There are n number of leases
from which they are taking shipping
ore. A rich streak was struck last
week on the lease of E. J. Cotter and
assoclates on thie Van Dorn property.
The streak was about an inch wide,
and it is claimad that the ore went
$25 a pound. The wage scale for
miners is $5 a day for the minimum;
for shaft work, $6.50, and 50 cents
additional for machine work.”
