W. I Haywood, secretary of the
Western Federation, addressed a
large sudience at the Pavillon thea-
ter last night. 1t was & mixed andi-
ence, and there were many attracted
to the meeting through curlomity to
pee and hear the man who bad heen
for so many months in the public
eye, Those who went to hear an or-
ator or to listen io m speech oul of
the ordinary, were disappolnted. The
secretiry of the Western Federation
makes no pretense to oratory, and
he staled that there were only two
subjecis upon which he could talk,
One of these was the federation and
the other was soclalism.

The Western Federation, he sald,
was actuated by the loftiest of mo-
tives, and was engaged In the up-
litting of humanity. The miner ae-
cording to him, Ig the benefactof of
mankind, for It |s the miner who
does all the work. He digs out of
the ground the materiale that build
the world, the coal, the iron. The
coal keeps the furnsces going, and

the fron {8 maunufactured into tools |

and machinery, and into pens with
which the president writes that the
miner i an undesirable cltizen. He
took a rap at the clearing house cer-
tificates and said that they had abso-
lutely no standing, no backing. The
orly certificate that would ever bhe
worth while would be the certificate
of labor, issued only to men who
worked. Then the fellows who did
not work would get not bread. In
this category were Included promo-
ters, and possibly mine owners,

The mine owners do not stand
very well with the secretary of the
federation. He alluded to them oas
the other fellow, and he was the
fellow who was making all the
trouble. He had been called radi-
cal, he said; but he wasn't, he was
rational. He had never in his life
dane an Injury to man, woman or
child, He said that the so-called
government by the people was a
farce; the only government by the
people: wonld be when the working-
mAD was the government, and wog
issuing Lhe certificates of labor,
There wonldn't be much use for gold
mines in those days, and a cartload
of gold wouldn'i ;al. the owner much
to speak of.

Jhere was a great deal of applanse
and there was considerable lnughter
ecrealad by some of Haywood's sii-
lfes. He had for his audience one of
the largest crowds that has ever
packed the pavilion, and they liston-
ed to him attentively to the end.

“The greatest Interest is manifest-
ed In the stock exchange In Los An-
geles, and the brokers are enthusias-
tie over'the promises for trading In
the southern Nevada securities the
coming year. The people who came
into Los Angeles from September u-
til the time that we arrived im thz
southern metropolis, numbered 1856,
DOD. These people are of the class
who usually pour into Los Angeles
to specilate in real estate, but the
men of the south say that the time
for that has passed for the present,
and that the new comers will have to
look for other fields for thelr invest-
ment. and that the fields will be
those of southern Nevada.

“The newspapers of Los Angeles
treated Mr. Booth and myself most
royally, and they had a story of some
gort In nearly every day of our stay.
They gave us big headlines, and ex-
pressed themselves as glad to get the
sort of news that we had to deliver.

“Manhattan, in my opinfon," said
Mr, Peters, “will be the first to re-
cover, That Ig the concensus ot
opinion in Reno, and the same opin-
lon prevalls In San Franciseo. Tae
hot air era of mining has passed;
the people wint the goods, and there
Is~where Manhattan excels. The
camp has the ore, and she has more
mines than any other camp to put
out more ore. And now she has the
mills, one in operation, and two more
being hurried to completion.

“Manhattan has made good, and It
I8 up to us to push her forward. 1
have some properties out there and
I am golng t0 Manhittan in the
morning for the purpose of starting
in work., We have the money In one
of the best banks in San Francjse
and we are golng Lo gét it out, too,
We must all pull together, and work
with & will, for we have in Manhat-
tan the ground to work upon."
