It Is now thought that the murdey
waus perpetrated by an Indlan, with
whom the men had had some Lrouble
over the theft of a rifle and a shot-
gun., which had been tiken by the
Indian while the prospectors were
away from thelr camp., Upon the
discovery being made by the men,
Conner's Immediately set out for the
Indlan’'s tent, The Indian was away
with the rifle, but the shotgun was
there, and this Connors took poses.
slon of.

The murdered men were evidently
taken by surprise and shot from be-
hind, Griffin was shot first and kill-
ed Instantly, and Connors must have
been shot as he turned to face the
murderer. The bullet which caused
the death of Griffin entered his body
through the tip of the left shoulder
and penetrated the skull and lodged
in the vault of the eranium. Con-
nors was killed by a ball entering
his right slde, and shattering the rib,
and lodging about three inches from
the backbone.

He afterwards saw
the white man with a couple of
watches, a rifle and shotgun which
he offered for sale, He was heading
for the Quinn mine on the Califor-
nia side, and bad three burros with
him,

Deputy Sherifts Bart Knlght and
Miller have been looking into mur-
der, but they have not succesded in
finding any trace of the murderers.
