CYANIDE PLANT
FOR JACK POT

Plans are now being formulated
for & mill and cyanide plant on the
Jack Pot, It is believed that the re-
duction works will be installed with-
in a few months. General Manager
Harris has the plan worked out in
.tail. He proposes to crush the ore
sy dry process and to reduct it to
ullion. in the. cyanide plant, thus
dichieving independence of the smel-
ters. The Jack Pot is in urgent need
of this independence, for the reason
that a great deal of the ore Is of
such high grade that the smelter
trust declines at the present time,
under existing financlal conditions,
to handle it, as they eannot afford
1o make the large advances called
for on ore of this grade.

Up to the time of the Jack Pot's
suspension because of the smeller
situation, the shipments amounted %
value to about $5000 a month, and
fully $10,000 worth of rock might
have been shipped monthly. Muck
of this ore runs well beyond $300 2
ton. Since the last shipment, abonk
210,000 worth of ore has accumulat-
od on the property.

It is expected that the Jack Pot
will resume operations shortly after
the first of the year. The intention
is to sink a permanent shaft about
900 feet south of the present shaft,
at a point on the Lizard No. 1 claim.
where no less than seven veins will
be within easy reach. The 50-horse
power gasoline engine, already on the
ground, will be installed on this
¢haft. The vesumption on the Jack
Pot will be with a larger force and

more extensive work than this prop-|

erty hag yet. seen. It is not improb-
able that the cyanide plant will be
started even before the resumption
of development work. — Wonder
News.
