He found
Thaw logical, of good memory and capable of following an argu- -
ment. He gave It as his unqualified opinion that Thaw was sane
at the present time. Dr. Hammond, another expert, also declared
that Thaw was now sane. The experts called by Mr. Jerome ear- -
lier in the day, testified that in their opinion Thaw was an in- -
curable paranoiac, and that his release would bo dangerous to the
public safety.

The effect is to throw both Senate and House bills into confer-
ence. The despatch with which the agreement was reached is a
striking example of what can be done in the closing days of a
session of Congress. -

reached without difficulty. Chairman Aldrich was authorized to
make a report, which he did as --:oon as the bill passed the House
yesterday, being "messaged over."

sary to have a new print prepared before it could be called upfor consideration. All the Democratic members of the committee
voted to support the Aldrich in preference to the Vreeland meas-
ure, but on the floor of the Senate all but four members of the
minority voted against the passage of the bill as amended.

AT HELM

REAR ADMIRAL THOMAS, WHO
SUCCEEDED EVANS, HAULS

DOWN HIS FLAG.

SAN FRANCISCO, May 15. Rear

Admiral Charles Stillman Sperry, as
sumed command today of the Atlan-
tic battleship fleet. Rear Admiral
Thomas, who- succeeded Evans as
commander in chief of the Atlantic
fleet, hauled down his flag this morn-
ing and a few minutes later Snerrv
was received on the Connecticut wiUi
salutes and other naval honors be-

fitting his position. The ceremonies
were carried out in the briefest "pos
sible fashion and in strict accordance
with naval regulations.

When Sperry took command, a re
organization of 'the fleet was imme-

diately carried into effect. Through-
out the noon hour the waters of the
bay echoed the call of bugles, ruffled
drums and strains of martial music
from half a dozen quarter decks. Ad-

miral Emory transferred his fla;;
from the Georgia to the Louisiana,
the new flagship of the second squad-
ron of the third division. Captain
Wainwrightf gave up command of the
Louisiana, hoisted the triangular flag
of the senior division office on the
Georgia. He commands the second
division. Captain Schroeder, com-

manding the Virginia, assumed com-
mand of the fourth division and too't
up his quarters on the new flagship,
Wisconsin. Both Schroder and Wain-wrig- ht

will be promoted to the grade
of Rear Admiral in July. Although
he will not retire until Octob, Ad-

miral Thomas today ended his active
naval career of nearly forty-sevc- m

years. Under orders from Admiral
Sperry, the bronze battleship target
practice trophy today was transfer-
red from the battleship Illinois of
the Atlantic battleship fleet to the
armored cruiser Maryland of the Pa-
cific fleet.'
