DALLAS, Tex., May 26— &
Four lives are known to have 9
been lost, and more than a mil-
Hon dollars worth of property
destroyed, four thousand people
rendered homeless by the over-
flow of the Trinity river last
night and today. The flood at
nightfall passed the record of
the rise made in 1866, of fifty-
two feet. Only one street car
line is operating to a part of
North Dallas. The waterworks
plant is out of commission, the
light plant swamped. Fuods
were ralsed this afternoon for
the relief of the homeless, *
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Tonight two companies of infantyy
and one of artillery are patrolling
the gtreets of the city, nnder the di-
rection of the police, and no one s
permitted to go on the streets with-
out a permit from the authoritles,
This was made necessary by the
cerippling of the waterworks, to pre.
vent Incendiary fires, All objection-

able characters were given until sun-
down to leave the city. Many of
these had to walk out. Ten men

were thrown into the Trinity river
by the collapsing of the Texas and
Pacific. rallroad trestle, in full view
of twenty thousand spectators. Bevea
of these were rescued. The bodi:s
of three of the drowned are not ¥
recoverad.

only 1500 feet of hose is earried, the
hose ecart (rom Flovence avenue was
rushed to the scene and the addi-
tional hose coupled on. This neces-
sitated some delay and when the
wnter was turned on, the house had
nearly burned to the ground. The
fire is belleved to have been set by
some small boys who were playing
in that vieinity. There was an al-
tempt made last week to fire tho
same building, but the fire was ex-
tinguished before It had gained much
headway. The damage was small.

The second alarm was eaused by »
blaze in the residence of C. J. Black,
several hundred yards south of the
Florence avenue garage, The fire -
supposed to have been started by a
spark from a stove dropping onto a
tent in the rear of the house, whica
immediately spread to the framework
of the house. Nearly everything was
earried from the burning building.
The fire department again arrived
promptly, but counld do no good as
the hose from the wagon, coupled
with that from the Florence avenu®
hose reel, failed to reach within four
hundred yards of the fire,
