NEW LEASE OF LIFE

SALT LAKE CITY (Utah), May
29. For the first time since the se
vere winter season Interfered with
active ore shipments, the leasers on
the Rhuby Pioneer property .at Eu-

reka, Nevada, have found the roads
in such shape that shipments can be-

gin again. Consequently two sets of
leasers have a car each of ore now
enroute the Salt Lake 'smelters,
the stock carrying silver and lead
values and a 'splendid excess of iron
over insoluble matter.
