THE BONDS BEING TURNED

OVER TO BANK.

Yesterday's session of the county
dads was consumed principally by
matters in connection with the bond
issue. R. T. Harris of the Nevada
First National bank was on hand to
inspect the bonds, which he found
to be in excellent shape. After re
ceiving the receipt of the county
treasurer he took the bonds to his
bank where they will temporarily re-

pose.

The county will receive
the money at once. The issue
amounts to $50,000, there being
fifty bonds of the denomination f
11000 each. They bear interest at
the rate of 6 per cent per annum,
from which it will be seen that it
they are called in at the end of ten
years the amount the county will
have had to pay is $80,000.

The commissioners raised the sal-
ary of the deputy county clerk $2
per month, which "is warranted by
the amount of work that official is
compelled to perform.
