No sales of molyhdenum ore pro-
duced in the United States during
1908 have been reported, and there
has been little development of mo-
Ivbdenum properties, though some
such work was done in Arizona,
California, Colorado and Washing-
ton. Like tungsten, molyvbdenns is
used as a steel alloy, but the de-
mand I8 at best small in this coun-
try and was probably less in 1908
than in 1907. Of the two ores of
the metal, molybdenite is found
sparingly in many places, but unless
Itlu' mineral occurg in large lumps,
g0 that it may be hand picked, there
lis difficulty in separating it from

A NEW NICKEL ALLOY
Monel metal, a new alloy of

nickel recently put on the market,
contains 68 per cent of nickel, 1.0
per cent of iron and 30.5 per cent
of copper. It is silver white and
takes a brilliant finish, which it re-
talns indefinitely, It is sald to pos-
sesg o tensile strength about 25 per
cent greater and an elestic lmit
about 50 per cent higher than the
best rolled steel, and it has, he-
sldes, the additional guality of In-
corrodibility. The mechanical pos-
glbilities open to such an alloy are
endlegss,. For example., the small
cast propellers used in hydroplanes
or high-speed motor boats are sub-
jected to enormous strain. Some
propellers used in such boats make
1500 to 2000 revolutions a minute,
The strain on a blade 16 inches
long, with a pltch of 40 degrees and
with the edge of the blade thinned
fdown to an elghth of an inch, is so
great than an extraordinary metal
