How naturel is it for us to turn
to God In our trouble! ' If this
were the only life to be lived, then
we might well complain of the In-

justice of human events; but there
.ire other worlds We are spirits,
eternal, imperishable: and In pur
spiritual personality no earthly ac-

cident or misfortune can affect us.
Today is Ascension Day, on which
we commemorate the final act In the
llf of our Lord upon earth. Our
Player for the day bids us settle
our thoughts on things above. What
a beautiful festival for a funeral
service.

In the midst of our tears we take
one great consolation John Grego-
vich lived a noble life and died a
nobler death. Although men are
not slow to appreciate high char-

acter in their fellows under all cir-

cumstances, they have ever been
ready to place those In the foremost
rank who have died under tragic
conditions in the performance of
their diuy. No human halo Is so
bright, no laurel wreath so full as
that which crowns the martyr's
brow. The name of our friend has
been added to those on the roll of
honor who was sacrificed on the al-

tar of unselfish courage In the de-

fense of the weak and helpless. I'p-o- n

that roll are mnny names:
among them are Lincoln. Garfield,
MiKlnley and. above all. Jesus
Christ. !

MITROVICH

ADJUDGED INSANE

BY COMMISSION

Paul Mitrovich, who was arrested
by Sergeant of Police Walker yes-

terday on the charge of carrying
concealed weapons, and was ordered
to appear before the insanity com
mission by Justice of the Peace
Atkinson, was adjudged (insane by
Drs. Richards and Grigsby last eve
ning.

District Judge Averill after hear-

ing the case and reading the report
of the commission committed Mitro
vich to the Nevada insane asylum at
Rano. where he will probably be
taken tomorrow.

Several witnesses testified as to
the actions of Mitrovich. Last year
Mitrovich wrote a number of letters
to the crowned heads of Europe.
Most of which were unanswered.
I tils evidently angered "Mit" and he
decided to take his spite out on the
officials of the Tonopah postofflce.
He bothered the clerks continuay
until a letter from the chief postal
inspector was shown him stating
that all of his letters had been de-

livered to the parties they were
to. Mitrovich told several

different stories of his life and
spoke of several wars he had gone
through In Italy. He labors under
the Impression that people are after
him for his money, and carries the
gun to protect himself

According
to this belief, the life of Pope Pius
has always been and always will be
divided Into periods of nine years.
He served nine years as a parish
prieBt, nine yeprs as bishop of Man-
tua and nine years as patriarch of
Venice. On august 4 of-- the present
year he will have served nine years
as supreme pontiff of the Catholic
world. Should his period as pope
extend beyond nine years It will, ac-

cording to. his own admission and
belief, be the one exception In his
entire life.
