O0IN0 TO DECAY

AT ANGELS CAMP

ANGELS CAMP, Cal., May 23.
On the east side of North Main
street in this city there stands
the remaining relic of one of the
oldest frame buildnga built In An-

gels Camp. It was erected In the
early &0s by the late James G. Fair
of former Comstock fame. Within
the remaining walls of this old
fiam structure James G. Fair and
his family, resided when he was
owner of the Utica mine here, and
in the then crude way of mining
and crushing ore in a rudely con-

structed arastra he toiled as other
miners did. It was within these re-

maining walls that several of the
Fair children were born. At that
time James G. Fair was an humble
miner, without wealth, without dis-

tinction, without the pale of lux-
uries and the aristocratic atmos-
phere of society. He then could not
count his millions nor estimate his
vast estates. The glory then of
Senate was beyond his grasp, and
ambition foreign to his thoughts.

But, as If within the twinkling of
an eye, the scenes quickly shifted.
Jame G. Fair sold his Interest in
the I'tiea mine to others, receiving
$32,000 therefor. News of the

vada reached him and he was at
once eager to try his luck In the
new fields, and departing with his
family to Virginia City, he soon be-

came prominently Identified with
the Comstock lode, and upon tht

STARTS CAMPAIGN

IN NEW JERSEY

WASHINGTON, May 23. Presi-
dent Taft. returning from his cam-

paign tour In Ohio, reached Wash-
ington at 8:50 a. m. yesterday. lie
plunged into a busy day at the
Whito House offices, and has
planned to leave tonight for New
Jersey to travel through that state
campaigning for delegates to be
elected lit the primaries next Tues-

day. -

Tlie president had no statement
to make this morning concerning
the result of 4he Ohio primaries. He
has made known to his friends that
he Is still in the fight and will have
enough delegates to obtain the
nomination at Chicago.

Mr. Tuft today arranged to ex-

tend his --trip to New Jersey so that
he will be iiimpaignlng in that state
until an hour before the polls open
at 1 o'clock next Tuesday. On the
original schedule he would have
finished Monday night. The exten-
sion was said to be an indication
that ho had determined to fight
Colonel Roosevelt to the bitter end.

Although no official approval was
given to the report. It ws persist-
ently rumored that Mr. Taft would
make every effort now to prevent
Mr. Roosevelt getting tho nomina-
tion.

I'lans for the trip to New Jersey
although not complete, show that
the president will visit every one of
the twelve congressional districts
nud practically every county In the
state. 1I will open tho campaign
at Camden tonight. The campaign
will end nt (tlUHstmro Tuesday noon.
For one whole day, according to
the president's plans, he will motor
to small New- - Jersey towns within
easv siitumobllinif distance from
New York.
