Peace For Mexico

We Judge that the lntest upheaval in Mexioo, which deposes Madoro,
will assure ponce und order io thut much wfflictad country, atthough cu-

rious to relate Zapata, who has heen fighting acainst Madero, now declupes
for, Mudero and against the lntest establishad government,

We presunme,
however, thar the neow regime will fnd but letle difflenlty. i dispos
ing of Zapata,

Mpdero was In pore straite when Polle Diaz  revolted and  captured

the arsennl in Mexico Chy, Maderodid not have forve enough Immedi
ately about Nim to put down the Dige réevolt.  Thsre was forcé enough
avallable in Mexico, of (he regulir troops of the government, bt Madero
Wik in this dilemma. He did not huve forces etough loyal to himself
Inmedintely  available o put down Dise. He could call upon the red-
eral troops outside of the ¢lty to come (o his relief, tut if did so he ran
the risk of having the leader of those troops turn upon him and  oust
him from the presidency. This latter of the two dilemmas is precisely
what ocourred. and President Madero undonbredly knew the risk that
he was nasuming when he eallod General Huertn and General Blanguet 1o
his ald. Blanauet commanded theforces nearsst ot hand, and aithough
his force was comparntively small It was the declding factor I the con
flion.  In twrning agalust Madero, Blanguet o all fntents and purposes
alded with Ding, as the first report indicarad that be would do.  Madero,
however, evidently ralled upon (he loyalty of l!luuquul and called on him
10 help. That call was fatal,

Madero was not of the stuff thut Mexiean rulers are made  He
was merciful, und did apt shoot [Muz when Dine made his fjaseo at Vers
Cruz mnd was captured. Madero must now see that that was a fatal or
ror. Dina himsell would not have committed such an offense against
Mexican precedent and Mexlean custotn, If Muedero had foBowed the
usual rule and bad Diss shol st sunrlse the moming after his capiure, it
Is probuble that the revolt which Diax hended would hive been minde hope
leun.
