A fact not mentfoned by the brokers probably has more to do with
the fall in silver than aoything clse, and that s the fmilure of (he
Chiness loan of $1E5.000,000, It was expected by the elx powers whose
bankers were to extend this loam, thut the most of it would be pald to
Ohina in sliver on the ourrent rate of exchange. This expecintion would
hove the natural effect of keeping up the price of sliver, Wince the de
mand for something like two hundred milllon ounces of silver would take
A gront deal of the world's surplus. But this loan being now practically
sbandoned by reason of the withdrawnl of the support of this country
from It and the apparent following of British bankers n that with
drawnl, the bottom dropped out of the expectations that were thus
supporting the price,

from ihe facts of the case and the rensons procecding (hoerefrom, that the
withdrawal of the Uplted States from the six-power pgreement 1o fur-
nigh the loan to China bas been the prime cause of the break In silver.
Undoubtedly the floapeisl world had an Inkling of this withdrawal be-
fore the actunl withdrawal was made publie: and we therefors conclude
that the price of silver is down now only temporarily, for it is Indisput-
able that China must have the loan, The United States wihihdraws from
the ngreement to help furnish i The Amerienn bankers thereupon des
dline to hnve snything to do with the loan; this primarily, no doubt, be-
tause of the urgent demand of Germany for loans, and because of the
donrcity of gold throughout European banking circles. This active demand
for money, to be sure, would nol necessarlly affect the priep of silver,
Bt the fact that the prospective tremendous owtlet for silver

Stil, we do not beliave that the lonn fo Chinn Is wbandoned, for
Chinn must hisve the money, ahd @il e willing to pay for It We peck-

om, therefors, that the price of silver will presently advance agaln, Just
ns soon as Lhe bankers of the world can arrange, eéhther with the con-
sant of the remaining five powers or without the conssnt of any of the
powers, to furpish Chinn with the money which she wants, and thuat
furnishing will be Jifgoly In silver, and the silyer price will dgnin be ad
vanend,
