BIG GAVE FOUND

NEAR LANE CITY

James and H. A. Beach, while de- -

veloplng their Myrtle mine, formerly
u.e ouver i ip, near uine city, nave
struck a large cave, which will be
of great assistance to them in the
development of their property. The
Myrtle adjoins the Millard patented
claim on the west. The opening to
the cave was discovered by James
Beach some weeks ago. He observ- -

ea that green grass was growing
near a small opening by which he
judged that there must be warm air
coming up from below. He put a
shot in the surface which blew off
the top of the cavern, which was
then descended for a distance of
65 feet.

A jog in the walls was then found
after which it was possible to de- -

scend for a distance of 150 feet
from the surface. At this point an- -

other jog occurred, but a small open- -

lug remained, through which rocks
can be dropped for a great distance.
The walls of the cave so far as ex- -

plored are smooth and almost per-- :
'

pendicular. A Burvey will be made
after which a drift will be started

from the 150-foo- t level for the lead,
which it Is thought will not be more
than 25 or 30 feet distant It val
ues are discovered in the lead at
that depth, the cave will be opened
to greater depth, and prospecting
continued from lower levels. There
is a strong current of air coming up
from the lower levels of the cave,
which leads to the impression that
the cavern is very extensive, and
connects with other subterranean
passages. The discovery is on the
lead-silve- r belt near Lane City, and
is considered as a good Indication of

large lead deposits. Caves have
usually been found in connection
with lead deposits at Park City, and
also In other lead districts, hence
the find is considered as of much
Importance. Ely Record.
