Tonopah has witnessed an active stock market during the past week
with but one or two local stocks furnishing the movement. The situa-

tion as developed thus far shown conclusively that the main support,
which served as a criterion to the outside buyers came principally from
Tonopah, as It was the consistent buying orders that kept the stock on
the upgrade in spite of the continued attempts to beat the price down by
the coterie of San Francisco and eastern brokers who found themselves
facing huge losses by their tactics of shorting the market

Local speculators have kept constantly Informed as to the condition
of the North Star ore body and on the basis of this information placed
orders for the stock. On the other hand, false information circulated
on the outside exchanges by unscrupulous brokers, served its purpose
and a break in the quotations was the result. Had it not been for the
local support the price would have tumbled to the ground and no op-

portunity would have been afforded for profit taking.
This action merely demonstrates the assistance Tonopah receives from

the shylocks who are Included in the membership of the San Francisco
exchange whose chief occupation and business happens to be shorting
the market at every opportunity. The Bonanza in the past has pointed
out the tactics of this class of coast brokers but no remedy appears in
sight. It is a case of grin and bear it notwithstanding the odium that
may be cast upon the remaining members of the exchange who are con-

tent to transact a legitimate business for their share of the profits.
It has always resulted that when a Tonopah stock started advancing

on its merits, attempts were made to depress the price and in one or
two instances the brokers have been caught with their suspenders
hanging. An example of this was given recently In New York when sev-

eral firms were forced to suspend on account of being short on Jim But-

ler when that security made a sudden ascenson. Retribution of this
sort is rare, nevertheless it is just and more frequent occurrences of the
forced suspension of shyiocking firms would be received joyfully In

Tonopah.
