Nevertheless
the fact that the senate hung up the resoluton for another twenty
four hours leaves the suspicion that there is something «lse ™ be
considered than the bald proposition to march wto the territory of
s neighbor and seize his property without sufficient justification,

Sinee the country has stood patiently all the contumely, msult
and outrages heaped on it for the past year without entering more
than a feeble protest, it begins 1o, look as though the detention of a
few marines at Tampico was nol such a grave offense afier all
Especially in view of the fact that un apology was offercd within &
short time after the demand from Admiral Mayo, it is suggested that
continnance i« better than valor and that tnore real headway can be
made by going slowly at first,

The aotion of the senate indicates that hody is not convineed of
the justice of making war on a weaker nation or bas not been con
verted to the Buropean policy of intimidation and confiscation.  To
the laity it appears as thotigh the mining. oil and other predatory
interests are using Uncle Sam to pull their chestuuts ont of the fiee

and that the United States will have g mass of bills to pay while the

trusts reap the profits. If the flug has been insulted, war to vindi
eate national honor will be s popular movement, but should it be
diselosed that the chief executive of the United States hos simply
been deluded by a lot of unserupulous wirepullers the administration
will have but hall-hearted support

Behind the latest move on Huoerta's part probably lHes his reali
zation of the hopelexsness of his caiise.  Many wonths ngo e uttered
a veiled threat that any pressureé brought to bear by the Unitgd
States to compel him to wihdeaw feom the vity of Mexico and sur-
render the office which be has usurped would enable him (o unite sl
the warring factions of Mexico againgt the common enemy. This
may be what he is now trying to bring ahout. If Huerta has de
cided to escape the arbitration of the sword between bimself qnd
his antagonists by drawmg his country into a loreign war he must
inke the consequences, even if they mvolve the giving of assistance

to his ememies and their formal recognition h,\‘ the government of cluding seviral United States naval
