different nations of old Europe, as It
would (safeguard their nationals under
their respective Hags.

"Whatever be said about this bold
solution, it should be appreciated that
in many ways It is more feasible than
the three successive partitions of Po-

land, which nevertheless are historic
facts.

From January to June, l'.iH, Sweden
imported 12,'.i3i ,S!H kilos of cotton.
During the equivalent period this year,
the import was risen to l;.9l'ti.;!l
kilos.
