DUTCH GOVERNMENT

BUILDS NEW CRUISER

AMSTERDAM, Nov. 23. Twenty-seve- n

engineers from the Krupp

a new cruiser for the Dutch navy.
Krupp's plans for two new cruisers
were accepted by Holland last sum-

mer, one to be constructed at Flush-

ing and tbe other at Amsterdam.
Several foreign companies were In-

vited to Bubmit plans, but the others
all replied that they were unable to
comply with tbe invitation in view of
the existing war conditions.

The Dutch government Is also pre-

paring to construct three large sub-

marines, but these will be constructed
strictly under Dutch supervision. The
dockyard where they are to be laid
out is, however, connected with an
English shipbuilding firm which has
offices at the Hague.

BANK STOCKS ARE

APPREHENSION FELT THAT DIV-
IDENDS WILL BE RE-

DUCED

LONDON, Nov, 23. Among English

stocks which have suffered as regards
price quotations during the past few
months must be included the shares
of all the big London banks. These
stocks have always been considered
Investments of the most conservative
nature, and the quotations for the Im-

portant banks were frequently four or
five times their par value, showing a
net return to the investor of between
four and five per cent. On a basis of

present stock exchange prices, bow-eve-

the average yield of stocks of
the ten biggest English banks is 6.75

per cent.
Tbe par value of English bank

stocks varies widely. The stock In

the biggest bank has a paid-u- par
value of only $12.60 per share; this
stock Is now quoted at $37.60 a share,
at which price it yields the investor
six per cent. Other good bank stocks
have a paid-u- par value of from $20

to $76 and are quoted at $41 to $150.

To some extent the fall In prices of
these storks Is due prehaps to ap-

prehension of lower dividends result-

ing from depreciation In se-

curities held by the banks, but a
more potent Influence has been the
fact large offerings of bank stork from

WAR HAS THUS FAR RESULTED
IN A MINIMUM OF LITI-

GATION

BERLIN, Nov. 23. Attention is be-

ing called on every aide to the diffi-

cult, if not precarious, position, in
which a large number of the lawyers
and notaries of tbe Empire And them-
selves aa a result of the war. Few
professional men, It Is claimed, are
suffering quite aa keenly, nor as un-

complainingly, as they. The war has
resulted In a minimum of litigation,
and In a maximum of "poor cases"
that take up time and money, but
seldom pay anything at all. The num-
ber of women who have troubles with
their landlords and have to call on
legal aid has risen amazingly.

As large a proportion or them as
of other professions have been drawn
Into the army, and unless they have
bank accounts they find it next to im-

possible to live on the military allow-anc- e.
