ANNIVERSARY TODAY

VOLUNTEERS OF AMERICA OR- -

GANI2ED JUST TWENTY
YEARS AGO

The first society of the Volunteers!
of America was organized twenty
years ago today, March 9. 1896, by
Ballington Booth, the son of Gen. Wm.
Booth. In leaving the parent organ-
ization and launching a new and si Hi

lar movement, Ballington Booth was
said to have been animated by a de-

sire for a greater freedom of move-

ment, more local and a
lesser social restriction to classes,
corresponding to the democratic or
ganization of American society. The
Volunteers, like the parent body, adop-
ted a military discipline and methods
of work, but the government is demo
cratic and is vested In the grand
field council, composed of the officers
of or above the rank of major. One
of the most important branches of
Volunteer activity is the prison work
now carried on in more than fifty
prisons under the direct supervision
of Mrs. Ballington Booth, who has
earned the title of "Angel of the Pri-
sons." The "Hope Halls" conducted
by the Volunteers have been the
means of transforming into useful
citizens thousands of discharged con-
victs.
