"proof" standard is half absolute alcohol and half distilled water by
measure. The higher, alcohol content of British and Canadian
"proof spirits is due to the standard being half absolute alcohol and

' half distilled water by weight, alcohol being much lighter than dis-
tilled witter.

It is generally admitted that whiskey or other ardent spirits, in-

toxicates and develops habitual drunkenness more commonly than the
use of beer. It is also admitted that whiskey takes the place of beer
when a ban is placed upon the sale of alcoholic; and fermented liquors.
