SETTLEMENT BASIS

NEW RULE ADOPTED OWING TO
LARGE PRODUCTION OF

COPPER

Frank M. Manson, general manager
for the Western Ore Purchasing com-

pany, returned Monday from a busi-
ness trip to Utah. Mr. Manson
brought with him a new settlement
basis on copper ore which had been
put into effect In all the western
states, and which the smelters, he
says, were forced to adopt for pro-
tection.

"The smelters are simply swamped
with ore and the Utah plants have
been forced to limit the big shippers
to the maximum tonnage which their
contracts call for." he said. "Atthe
present rate of production of copper
a sudden break in the price of the
metal would cause a heavy loss.
The new schedule provides for the
payment of but 75 per cent or the
price per pound above 17 cents. The
California smelters and some of the
Arizona companies have adopted this
basis, placing the increase above 14
cents Instead of 17 cents.

"Everybody is at sea on the silver
market. Much depends upon the
outcome of the Mexican situation. If
we have war with Mexico It wilf cut
off a large production and the price
undoubtedly will advance." Reno
Gazette.

SUNDAY JOY RIDERS COLLIDE AT
CROSSING AND ARE HURLED

TO THEIR DEATHS

The lives of four San Franciscans-t- wo
women and two men was the

grim toll exacted at 3:30 o'clock
Sunday afternoon when the north'
bound Southern , Pacific San Luis
Obispo passenger crashed Into an
automobile at the San Bruno road
crossing, south of San Francisco. The
victims were members of an auto-
mobile party returning from San
Mateo.

The dead are: Arthur W. Stum,
proprietor of the Stern folding box
factory; Berthold C. Fricke, manager
of an employment agency; Mrs. Ger-
trude Fricke, and Miss Jessie Crank.

Mrs. Fricke, her husband and Miss
Crank were instantly crushed to
death. Stern, with a crushed head
and internal injuries, died an hour
later.

As nearly as can be learned Stern's
automobile, bound In the same direc
tion and racing with the train, was
struck broadside and carried a dis-

tance of 300 yards.

TUNGSTEN PROPERTY

A tungsten mill of 50 tons daily ca-

pacity is to be ejected and running in
30 days from now In the Greenwood
mining district of Arizona by a com-

pany now in process of being organ
ized, which has been christened the
Tungsten Consolidated Mining com-

pany.
The projectors of the enterprise are

active miners, not promoters. They
are Jim Shea, Brltz Putman, Ambrose
M. Murphy, F. P. Fletcher and W. A.

O'Donnell, all having played the min-

ing game for years In Nevada from
the active miner's standpoint.

Putman and Shea were famous
leasers at Manhattan, having taken
out many thouHands ot dollars from
the Union Nine, Stray Dog, WTiite

Caps and Consolidated at that camp,
and are noted throughout the state
as ore finders.

They also started at the big boom
at Willurd, Nev., where they took out
high grade that ran $10,000 a ton.

Since locating at Big Sandy they
have struck it rich in tungsten and
have shipped ore Valued Into' the
thousands. They have high grade
tungsten ore that pay to ship, Vnd

this they have been doing regularly,
but they realize that the real worth
of their mines is In the lower grade
ores. The shipping ore averages 60

per cent tungsten, but they feel that
If they can get a general average of
5 to 7 per cent out of their ledge they
willl have enough money to keep
them going for many years.

To do this they must have a mill,
and they have determined upon a

course that will land a plant there
and have it going in 30 days.

The mill will cost a total of some
$10,000. It will Include a rock crusher
and two heavy rollers. Between the
rollers the material will be crushed
down to h or
mesh and fall into a jig that Is filled

with water and have an overflow for
the debris, passing over plates. The
bulk of the tungsten concentrates
settle in the jig and Is drawn off from

beneath, but any that flows out is

caught on the plates. Thus the ore
Is concentrated down ubout 1 to 10

or 20 and' the values shipped.

CATCH FISH BY HAND

IN SUSITNA RIVER

BILLIONS OF HOOLIGAN HUG
THE BANK FOR BENEFIT

OF FISHERMEN

(Br Aiuhm-IXm- I Prraa.)
ANCHORAGE. Alaska, July 11. To

be called a "hooligan" Is enough to
cause even the smallest of self re-

specting fish to do odd things. There-
fore it Is not to be wondered at that
the fish in the Susltna river have
formed the peculiar habit of hugging
the bank on either side ot the stream,
avoiding the middle and permitting
themselves to be easily caught with
the hand. ,

According to C. S. 8app. index
clerk of the senate of the Washington
state legislature, who Is touring
Alaska, the peculiar, traits of the
"hooligans" have never been observed
in any other fish, large or small. Mr.

Sapp says they are a small fish, 6 to
6 inches long, and very active.

"I have heard a good many fish
stories during my life," says Mr.

Sapp, "but I must frankly admit that
I saw more fish up here In the Suslt-
na river than I hope ever to see
again. There were billions of them.
They are called "hooligans"' and have
a peculiar trait of their own. They
choose either side of the river, keep-
ing close to the bank, bunch up very
close in large numbers, so that it is
easy to catch from six to eight of
them in a hand at one grab."

The fish begin their up river Jour
ney from the sea early In June, says
Mr. Sapp, who regards their migra-
tion one of the oddest he has ever
witnessed. .
